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Last week, a delegation of
28 rabbis from the US traveled
to Israel in a show of solidarity.
Organized by UJA-Federation
of New York, the 48-hour mis-
sion took place from Monday,
October 30 to Wednesday No-
vember 1, 2023.

Over the course of two jam-
packed days, the rabbis prepared
care packages for victims of ter-
ror; met with displaced families;
visited the JCA Command Center,
a performing arts campus for col-

lege students turned wartime situ-
ation room, supporting the needs
of 30,000+ displaced evacuees;
joined the Israel Trauma Coalition
in meeting with evacuees; listened
to Rena Quint, Holocaust survi-
vor, share her harrowing story
of survival; met with parents the
hostages; attended the funeral of
Staff Sgt. Lavi Lipshitz, 20, who
served in the Givati Infantry Bri-
gade’s reconnaissance unit and
was killed in Gaza on October 31;
and partook in an inspiring "mu-
sical unity" program arranged by
Reshut Harabim, an umbrella or-
ganization representing diverse
streams of Judaism.

This was the second rabbinic
trip the UJA-Federation organized
to Israel in the year, with the last
one occurring in March, during
the judicial overhaul.

The two trips, however, could
not have been more different.

Rabbi Shlomo Nisanov, the
only Bukharian on the mission,
thanks to UJA’s David Aronov’s
nomination, attended both. "The

country before was so divided,"
he told me over the phone. "It was
so left and so right. But what I’ve
seen now is unprecedented. For
the first time, I’ve never seen such
unity. There’s the slogan in Israel,
‘Together we will prevail.” And
now everyone is coming together."

He gave an example of a town
in the Dead Sea that is meant for
7500 inhabitants but is hosting
35,000 people. "People are help-
ing each other, it’s unbelievable,"
said Nisanov. He is, of course,
among those that have shown up
in the face of adversity: "People

came over to me saying, ‘Thank
you for taking this opportunity to
come here,”" he said.

Israelis weren’t the only ones
happy to see him. "I was delight-
ed to be reunited with him," said
Rabbi Jonathan Jaffe of Temple
Beth El of Northern Westchester
who first met Rabbi Nisanov on
the UJA-Federation’s March 2023
trip.

"He has amazing ‘ruach’
(spirit), positive energy, and he’s
funny," Rabbi Jaffe said over the
phone to me. "I think he’s incred-

ibly knowledgeable, too. I'm a

reformed Jew from a synagogue
in rural Westchester and we get
along incredibly well and have al-
ready made plans to get together
in Queens. He’s a mensch," said
Jaffe.

"It should be noted that all of
us coming to Israel brought dif-
ferent things to donate, and Rabbi
Nisanov showed up with 10 huge
black duffel bags of military boots.
They were overwhelmed by this
gesture. [ remember our tour guide
saying, ‘We didn’t know that you
would know what we needed.”

It should also be noted that
Rabbi Nisanov was equally im-
pressed by Rabbi Jaffe’s act of
generosity. Aside from bringing
a care package for the brigade
of the Israeli girl who had lived
with his family, he supported a
struggling father-son run Judaica
shop, King David’s Treasures, by

spending $9,000 on tallitot to help
keep them afloat. "Since October
7, they’ve been averaging $35 in
sales, and the only reason they’re
coming in is because it’s less de-
pressing than staying at home,"
added Rabbi Jaffe. He always vis-
its this shop on his bi-annual syn-
agogue trips to Israel and is plan-
ning to arrange a second shopping
drive.

The mutual admiration coming
from two rabbis that could not be
more different — Rabbi Jaffe, a re-
formed Ashkenazi rabbi, was born
and raised in Hawaii, while Rabbi
Nisanov, an orthodox Bukharian
rabbi, was born and raised in the
Soviet Union — should serve as
an example of hope and inspira-
tion for us all.

"Sometimes it can be hard
for orthodox rabbis to spend time
with reformed rabbis," said Rabbi
Jaffe, "but when I walked into the
Waldorf Astoria after not seeing
Rabbi Nisanov since March, he
waved me over, gave me a hug,
and told me to join him at the ta-
ble," said Jaffe. "He’s a great big
teddy bear."
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MARCH FOR ISRAEL

Jewish organizations across
America are calling on their
constituents to travel to Wash-
ington, D.C., on Tuesday, No-
vember 14 for one of the largest
pro-Israel events in American
history.

The hope is that the upcom-
ing rally will rival the size and
impact of the mass demonstra-
tions that took place in 1987 and
2002 in Washington, D.C. The
1987 rally saw 250,000 individ-
uals in support of Soviet Jewry.
Similarly, in 2002, at the height
of the Second Intifada, 100,000
people gathered to express their
solidarity with Israel. We are now
in a similar moment where the
Jewish community must speak
loudly and clearly in support of
Israel.

The gates will open at 10:00
AM and the rally will take place
from 1:00 PM to 3:00 PM. at the
National Mall in Washington,
D.C., near the U.S. Capitol, with
speeches from prominent Jewish
leaders, politicians, and activists.

Almost five weeks have
passed since the Palestinian ter-
rorist group Hamas launched
a deadly attack on Israel from
Gaza on October 7, 2023. The at-
tack resulted in the murder of up-
wards of 1,400 people, primarily
civilians, marking it as the dead-
liest single-day massacre of Jews
since the Holocaust.

Many individuals from the
Bukharian Jewish community
were tragically murdered on Oc-
tober 7, a dark day that remains
etched in the collective memory
of our community. They include:
Spouses Yuri and Rosa Yadga-
rov; paramedic Aaron Khaimov,
25, husband and father of two;
Lior Abramov, 20; Ilan Moshiak-
hov, 29; Adam Ilyaev, 22; Roni
Polvanov, 23; Osnat Abramov,
16; Shirel Mor (Morkhabayev),
19; Yoav Malayev; Alik Poznia-
kov; Shaked Khawani; San Am-
non Yakubov; Aviya Ganot; Bo-
ris Danilov; among others. May
the Almighty avenge their blood.

The terrorists also abducted at
least 240 individuals, with over
half having foreign passports,
including 54 Thai nationals, who
were taken to Gaza as hostages.
Among them was Karina Ariyev,
19, who was on active duty as
a field observer at the Nahal Oz
army base, among many others.

In the wake of the attack,
antisemitic incidents have sky-
rocketed worldwide. The rise in
antisemitism and anti-Israel sen-
timent is alarming, with many
people shocked to witness such
blatant displays of Jew-hatred.

The goals of the ‘March for
Israel’ include standing with Is-
rael against radical Islamic ter-
ror, calling for the release of the
240 hostages, and advocating
for efforts to combat antisemi-
tism in the United States.

The American Jewish Com-
mittee, the Anti-Defamation
League, Agudas Yisroel of
America, the Orthodox Union,
the Conservative Movement,
and the Union for Reform Ju-
daism, among others, have en-
dorsed the rally and are encour-
aging their members to attend.

Yeshiva University has an-
nounced that it will completely
close on November 14 and is ar-
ranging for all students and staff
to attend the rally. North Shore
Hebrew Academy on Long Is-
land will shut down for the day
and send their students to Wash-
ington, D.C. The Detroit Jewish
federation has chartered a flight
to bring members of their com-
munity to the rally. Similarly,
the Jewish Federation of Great-
er Philadelphia has organized

buses to transport partlclpants
to Washington, D.C.

The planned rally follows
hundreds of thousands of an-
ti-Israel protesters marching in
major cities across the world,
often featuring antisemitic and
jihadist messages. These pro-
tests, coupled with the growing
visibility of Jewish anti-Israel
voices, are influencing pub-
lic perceptions of the conflict.
When people see these protests,
they assume that a majority of
people, including many Jews
themselves, are anti-Israel.
This sways their own opinions

and beliefs, leading to a shift in
public sentiment and govern-
ment policy decisions.

Israel is currently grappling
with substantial threats that
jeopardize its very existence.
The visibility of pro-Israel
demonstrations is essential to
counterbalance the prevailing
anti-Israel narrative and pro-
vide a more accurate represen-
tation of public sentiment. The
world needs to see that there are
just as many, if not more, indi-
viduals who stand with Israel in

America.

The Biden administration
has so far backed Israel in its
refusal to consider a ceasefire
until hostages are returned and
has asked Congress for $14 bil-
lion in emergency assistance for
Israel. However, the progres-
sive left advocates for a cease-
fire and for cutting off support
to Israel.

The rally will show support
for the backing that Israel has
received so far and will advo-
cate for the ongoing support

from the Biden administration
and both parties in Congress
which is necessary as this con-
flict persists.

‘A Critical
Juncture’

We are at a critical juncture
in history, reminiscent of the
1987 rally in support of Sovi-
et Jewry. That year, 250,000
American Jews stood together
in Washington, D.C., to demand
the liberation of Jews trapped
behind the Iron Curtain. The
Bukharian community, with
roots in the former Soviet
Union, comprises those very
Soviet Jews and their direct de-
scendants who gained freedom
due to the collective efforts of
the Jewish diaspora. Today,
we face a similar challenge as
the lives and freedom of Jews
in Israel are under threat. It is
now our turn to stand up for our
brethren in Israel, just as our
American forebears stood up
for us. This is the moment for
us to carry forward the legacy
of Jewish activism, to stand to-
gether, and to make our voices
heard.

The organizers, the Jewish
Federations of North America,
and the Conference of Presi-
dents of Major American Jew-
ish Organizations are urging all
Jewish groups, including Jew-
ish community centers, schools,
and other Jewish organizations
to participate and to put out the
word in their own name about
the rally. The Bukharian com-
munity must stand united in this
effort, to honor the memory of
those lost and to show our un-
wavering support for Israel.

We urge everyone from the
Bukharian Community who
can to join us in Washington,
D.C., on November 14. We
must stand together as one to
show our support for Israel and
to send a clear message that we
will not be silenced in the face
of terror and antisemitism.

We also call on our Uzbek
and Tajik allies to join us in
this important demonstration of
solidarity. The fight against an-
tisemitism and terrorism is not
just a Jewish issue, but a human
rights issue that affects us all.

decade.
Rabbi Emanuel Shimonov is
the center’s new spiritual leader.
Originally from Calgary, Canada,
Shimonov has studied all over
the globe, and he led services for
the community during the recent
High Holidays.

"This Chabad center is here
to help the Bukharian youth,"
Shimonov told Jewish News.

The center is now hosting
programs for young adults every
Wednesday and plans to start a
weekly program for teens.

"Our goal is to work with the
younger generation of Bukhari-

ns," Shimonov said.

"I am really happy that this is
happening," Zadikov said. "We
already spoke with people who
left and are now coming back."

In the early 1990s, a few Jew-
ish Bukharian families moved
to Phoenix from New York in
search of affordable housing
and a warmer climate. Today,
Phoenix has the largest Bukhar-
ian Jewish community in North
America outside of New York.

In 1989, just before the dis-
solution of the Soviet Union, the
majority of the world’s Bukha-
rian Jews — around 50,000 —
lived in Uzbekistan and Tajiki-
stan.

After the collapse of the So-
viet Union, the majority of Bukh-
arian Jews immigrated en masse
to the United States and Israel.
Today, less than 200 Bukharian
Jews remain in the region and the
three largest Bukharian Jewish
communities in the world are in
Israel, New York and Phoenix,
according to cultural anthro-
pologist Alanna Cooper, Ph.D.,
the Abba Hillel Silver Chair in
Jewish Studies at Case Western
Reserve University in Cleveland
and author of "Bukharan Jews
and the Dynamics of Global Ju-
daism."

Law enforcement officials
said late Monday that a Jewish
man was Kkilled during an al-
tercation at dueling pro-Pales-
tinian and pro-Israel rallies in
a Los Angeles suburb the day
before. The Ventura County
Sheriff’s office is investigating
the death as a possible homi-
cide and said it has "not ruled
out the possibility of a hate
crime."

According to a Sheriff’s De-
partment statement, released
Monday evening, Paul Kessler,
69, died from "blunt force head
injury" caused by the alterca-
tion. The demonstrations were in
Thousand Oaks, California, — a
city about 30 miles northwest of
downtown Los Angeles — from
which several callers had report-
ed the incident.

"Witness accounts indicated
that Kessler was involved in a
physical altercation with count-
er-protestor(s)," the department
said. "During the altercation,
Kessler fell backwards and struck
his head on the ground. Kessler
was transported to an area hos-
pital for advanced medical treat-
ment" and died from his injuries

the next day.

The Ventura County Medi-
cal Examiner ruled the cause of
death homicide by blunt force
head trauma.

‘Conflicting reports’

A video of Kessler, lying on
the ground, his head bleeding, cir-
culated on social media Monday
afternoon. In a five-second clip, a
woman carrying a cardboard sign
and wearing a jacket emblazoned
with "Free Palestine" seems to
bend over to assist him. Anoth-
er clip shows Kessler, his head
heavily bandaged but sitting up
and seemingly conscious, being
lifted into an ambulance.

The Jewish Federation of
Greater Los Angeles said Kessler
died after being "struck in the
head by a megaphone wielded by
a pro-Palestinian protestor."

According to Rabbi Yossi
Eilfort, director of Magen Am,

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service, Kessler was part of a
pro-Israel contingent that went
to a pro-Palestinian protest that
was held at the intersection of
Westlake Boulevard and Thou-
sand Oaks Boulevard. The Ven-
tura County Sheriff described it
as a "pro-Israeli / pro-Palestinian
event" held simultaneously.

It was unclear whether any in-
cident report was taken or arrests
made. According Rabbi Michael
Barclay, head of Temple Ner
Simcha in Westlake Village, the
chief of police of Thousand Oaks
and the Ventura County sheriff

described to him conflicting re-
ports about what had happened.

Some witnesses said Kessler
had been struck by a megaphone,
Barclay said, but others report-
ed a verbal altercation involving
Kessler that never turned physi-
cal. On Tuesday law enforcement
said they could not confirm that
he was hit by a megaphone but
were looking into the allegation.

"The fact of the matter is there
is now a Jewish man who is
dead," Rabbi Noah Farkas,
chief executive of the Jew-
ish Federation of Greater
Los Angeles, told The New
York Times. "And here we
are again as a Jewish com-
munity, frightened, terri-
fied to express ourselves,
to be ourselves."

The Times said that
Kessler lived in Thousand
Oaks, and that mourners
brought flowers to a gas
station near the site of the
protest and lit candles in
his memory.

Rabbi Barclay said demon-
strators have shown up at that
intersection every Sunday for at
least the last three weeks, typi-
cally 100 to 200 pro-Palestinian
protesters, and a smaller pro-Isra-
el contingent. He said he did not
know Kessler personally, but that
he had attended High Holidays
services at Ner Simcha in 2016
and 2018.

The sheriff’s office plans a
news conference on the incident
on Tuesday at 10 a.m. local time.

Kessler’s death occurred a
month into a war between Israel
and Hamas in Gaza, which began
after the terror group invaded
Israel on Oct. 7, killing 1,400,
wounding thousands more and
taking more than 200 hostag-
es. Israel’s retaliatory strikes on
Gaza have resulted in the deaths
of more than 10,000, according
to the Hamas-run health ministry
in Gaza.

Throughout the war, pro-Is-
rael and pro-Palestinian protest-
ers and counter-protesters have
clashed in cities across the nation
and the world, as incidents of
antisemitism and Islamophobia
have spiked. While other physi-
cal altercations and assaults have
taken place surrounding protests
or the hanging of posters of the
hostages, Kessler’s is believed to
be the first death reported in re-
lation to a protest about the war.

The federation’s statement
also referenced previous antise-
mitic incidents in the area this
year, including the arrest of a
man in February who shot two
men outside their synagogues.
On Oct. 26, a man was arrested
after breaking into a Jewish fam-
ily’s home and saying he wanted
to kill Jews. The suspect in that
case did not injure anyone.

"We remind you that this
is the fourth major antisemitic
crime committed in Los Angeles
this year alone," the statement
said. "Violence against our peo-
ple has no place in civilized so-
ciety. We demand safety. We will
not tolerate violence against our
community. We will do every-
thing in our power to prevent it."

seen tearing down posters
featuring the names and
pictures of hostages held
by Hamas in Gaza. The
incident occurred on Oc-
tober 27 in Forest Hills,
the heart of the Bukhar-
ian Jewish community in
Queens, where many Uz-
beks reside as well.
Surprisingly Djahangir
Saliyev, was confronted
by a construction worker,
who, despite admitting he
was not Jewish in his dis-
tinct New York accent, was
nevertheless outspoken and
defiant in his disapproval,
asserting the right to display
such posters in a free country.
He emphasized that people can
voice their opinions but shouldn't
remove these signs. This passion-
ate defense garnered widespread

praise on the internet and gained
international media coverage,
from the New York Times and
New York Post to the Daily Mail
and Times of Israel.

This incident occurred as hate

crimes are surging in Queens,
with two Bukharian-owned
Glatt Kosher businesses bur-
glarized, their glass doors
shattered, days later on Octo-
ber 30.

These events stick out as
anomalies for Bukharians who

= emigrated to the U.S. "For

centuries, Uzbeks and Bukh-
arian Jews have lived together
in peace and mutual respect, of-
ten under better conditions than
Jews elsewhere," said Rafael
Nektalov. "In America, Uzbeks

and Bukharian Jews continue to
maintain strong relationships," he
attests. For example, on October
26 in Brooklyn, Bukharian Jews
alongside Ashkenazi and Moun-
tain Jews partook in a celebration
of Samarkand Day with Uzbeks
and Tajiks in celebration of their
shared city of origin. "Jews value
their friendship with Uzbeks and
would like to give this friendship
over to their children and grand-
children."

This week's Parshat Cha-
yai Sarah offers a profound
message, possibly the most
important one of our lives, as
we delve into the life of the
remarkably resilient Sarah
Imenu. The passuk said, " This
is the life of Sarah Imeinu: one
hundred years, twenty years,
and seven years," raising the
famous question of why the
Torah doesn't simply say 127
years? Rashi explains that all
the years of Sarah's life were
equally good.

What sets Sarah Imeinu apart
from other matriarchs, such as:
A) Rivka, who complained of
her difficult pregnancy? B) Leah,
who cried so much she lost her
eyelashes out of fear of marry-
ing a Rasha (a wicked man)? C)
Rachel, who begged her husband
Yaakov to give her children, be-
lieving if she didn’t have chil-

vy

dren, she’s as good as dead.

The only one who never com-
plained was Sarah, who accepted
everything Hashem did in her
life with a smile on her face de-
spite her many obstacles. Sarah
had to leave her family, friends,
and birthplace behind. She was
kidnapped twice, endured pover-
ty, and even willingly sacrificed
her own son, Yitzchak, for the
Akedah. Furthermore, she en-
dured 90 childless years.

With all these numerous ob-
stacles, Rashi’s notation of 127—
the reason for 100, then 20, then
7—was that they were all good
because of Sarah’s unwavering
faith and refusal to complain.

This is the uniqueness of Sarah
Imeinu and the lesson we can all
learn from her.

It is easy to believe in G-d
and trust G-d when you succeed
in everything in life and when life
is easy. But when business is not
going well—when you get fired
from a job, when there is a crisis
at home, when health is difficult,
when everything looks dark in
our life—there is but one ques-
tion to consider: Will you contin-
ue to look to Hashem and believe
in G-d? This explains why we
cover our eyes when we recite
the Shema—to remind ourselves
that even in the darkest moments
we, Jews, still must believe in

G-d. This also answers why a
Jewish day starts from nightfall.
Like the passuk says, "Vayehi
Erev, Vayehi Boker, Yom Echad"
("And it was evening, and it was
morning, one day.")

Why do we begin the count
of a new day at night? Because
at night we need Emunah, or
faith. We can learn this from our
daily prayers. After reciting the
Shema in the evening, arvit, we
say "Emet V’Emunah" (true and
faithful.) But, after reciting the
Shema in the morning, shacharit,
we say "Emet Ve’yatziv" (true
and certain.)

We also see this in the life
of Tzadikim. Rabbi Akiva men-
tioned that everything that G-d
does is ultimately for the good.
And Nachum Ish Gamzu echoes
this sentiment, saying, "Gam Zu
Le’Tova," meaning, "This too is
for the good." Everything — ev-
ery obstacle — that Hashem or-
chestrates in our lives is for our
benefit.

Even King David, in his
Psalms, declared his faith; He
said even if he walks in the shad-
ow of death, he will not be afraid
because G-d is with him.

Rabbi Lev Yitzchak from
BarDichov said, "When good

things happen in my life, I know
it's You, Hashem. When bad
things happen in my life, I know
it's You. And if this is You, I
know it's good." And this is the
message that I want all of us to
take no matter how many obsta-
cles we will pass in our lives.

Whether we are in school or
yeshiva, pursuing higher educa-
tion in college or university, nav-
igating the complexities of the
business world, tending to our
health, or facing the challenges
that life throws our way, such as
the recent tragic events in Israel
with the loss of over 1400 Jewish
lives and over 240 kidnappings,
let us remember and remind our-
selves that all occurrences are
guided by the divine hand of G-d
and are for our benefit, for our
goodness and kindness.

And so, let us pray for the
well-being and success of the
IDF soldiers, and for the swift
and safe release of all those who
are kidnapped, and for good news
with the building of the Beit Ha-
mikdash in our days. Amen.

times of conflict, as well as aiding
Ukraine's hospitals throughout
this challenging period," wrote
Dr. Gennadiy Fuzaylov, who also
serves as an Assistant Professor
at Harvard Medical School, in an
e-mail to the Bukharian Times.

Landmark Vote Gensures Rep. Rashida Tlaib

The House of Represen-
tatives voted Tuesday to cen-
sure Democratic Rep. Rashida
Tlaib of Michigan for her rhet-
oric about the Israel-Hamas
war. The vote was 234-188,
with more than 20 Democrats
voting with Republicans in fa-
vor of censure.

Tlaib, the first Palestinian
American woman elected to
Congress, has been a vocal crit-
ic of Israel. She has repeatedly
used the slogan "from the river
to the sea," which is widely seen
as calling for the destruction of
Israel and the murder of Jews.

Tlaib defended her stance,
saying she was not criticizing the
Jewish people, but rather the Is-
raeli government.

Tlaib's censure is the first
time in history that a member
of Congress has been censured
for their rhetoric about Israel.
The censure resolution passed

by the House was introduced by

Republican Rep. Rich McCor-
mick of Georgia, who said that
Tlaib's rhetoric was "antisemitic
and harmful to the Jewish com-
munity."

The vote was part of a grow-
ing trend in the House to use
censure as a punishment for law-
makers.

Some Democrats and Repub-
licans opposed censuring Tlaib,
citing free speech concerns. The
vote was a rebuke of Tlaib's rhet-
oric, but it did not have any prac-
tical effect. She will continue to
serve in Congress.

COLORADO

Colorado, situated in the south-
western region of the United States,
boasts a diverse population. As of
2019, the state's capital, Denver, was
home to approximately 705,576 res-
idents, while the overall population
of Colorado was 5,759.

In the Denver and Boulder ar-
eas, a community of Bukharian
Jews began to establish itself in
1991. The initial families that laid
the foundation for this community
included Yuno Datkhayev, Yakov
Bachayev, A. Kaykov, A. Aminov,
and others. This community was
officially formed and registered on
May 18, 1998. In 2004, the Center
for Bukharian Jews of Colorado was
established.

The presidency of this commu-
nity has seen several dedicated indi-
viduals serve over the years. Yuno
Datkhayev held the position from
1998 to 2000, succeeded by Yakov
Bachayev, who served from 2001
to 2008. In the 2008 presidential
election, Ruben Bachayev received
the majority of votes but graciously
offered the role to Yakov Katanov,
who then served from 2008 to 2009.

The community also had a suc-
cession of spiritual leaders, with
Iskhak Abramov serving as the first
Rabbi, followed by Yakov Aba-
yev. Notably, in January 2004, Lev
Leviev, the President of the World
Congress of Bukharian Jews, ac-
quired and transferred two large
buildings for permanent ownership
by the Colorado community.

At present, the community is led
by Rabbi Yakov Abayev, Yakov
Bachayev, and Yakov Katanov. The
community remains vibrant and ac-
tive, with individuals like Grigoriy
Abramoyv, Ilya, Daniel, and Semyon
Aminov, losif Babakhanov, Iosif
Yagudayev, Ruben Datkhayev, and
Daniel Kalendaryov actively partici-
pating as community activists.

Furthermore, the community
is fortunate to have its own dedi-
cated pharmacists, including Stella
Bachayeva, Dmitriy Koen, Raisa
Katanova, and Ester Borokhova, en-
suring the health and well-being of
its members.

FLORIDA

Florida, a state in the southeast-
ern region of the United States, is
known for its subtropical climate.
As 0f 2019, the estimated population
of Florida reached approximately
21.57 million people. The state cap-
ital is Tallahassee, and in 2010, the
population was recorded at 181,376
according to the US Census Bureau.

One of the state's most renowned
tourist and vacation destinations is
Miami, boasting a population of
approximately 454,300 as of 2019.
In 2012, Miami was also home to
over 100 Bukharian Jewish families,
while the suburbs of Fort Lauder-
dale, a city situated 23 miles (37 km)
north of Miami on the Atlantic coast,
accommodated 20 families.

The Bukharian Jewish commu-
nity in the region was established in
1999, reflecting the diversity and vi-
brancy of the Florida landscape.

“Ner Avraham”
Bukharian-Sephardic Jewish
Center of Miami

The "Ner Avraham" Bukhari-
an-Sephardic Jewish Center in Mi-
ami is a thriving community with
dedicated individuals holding key
positions. The leadership includes
President Slava Yagudayev, Vice
President Yura Danielov, Treasurer
Solomon Aronov, Secretary Rakhel
Arabova, and Vaad members Vlad
Daniel and Eli Merran. Rabbi Daniel
Kalendaryov provides spiritual guid-
ance to the community.

The roots of the Bukharian Jew-
ish community in Miami trace back
to 1979-1980 when the first families,
such as Yura Daniel (Yushuvayev)
and Solomon Aronov from Tash-
kent, made their way to Miami. Over
the years, many more families joined
them from New York and Israel, cul-
minating in an estimated 180 Bukh-
arian Jewish families residing across
the Miami area today.

The community thrives thanks
to the tireless efforts of dedicated
activists, including Israel Aminov,
Boris Nektalov, Arkadiy Abdurak-
manov, Ilya Yagudayev, Zalmon
Yagudayev, Ilya and Maya Meran,
David Babajanov, Yuriy and Larisa
Benjamin.

In late 1998, Israel Aminov and
Boris Nektalov took the initiative to
establish the first Center for Bukhar-
ian Jews in Southern Florida, locat-
ed in the city of Miami. Within six
months, on May 23, 1999, elections
were held to form the community
Vaad membership, with Alik Khai-
mov serving as the first president.

Over the span of two years
(1998-2000), the community held
numerous events and celebrations
at hotels in Miami. In the summer
of 2000, they secured a building
for a synagogue, and in 2001, they

purchased an adjacent building. In
2003, the community decided to
split into two parts due to the con-
siderable distance between Northern
and Southern Miami. The first group
remained in Northern Miami under
the leadership of President Slavik
Yagudayev and Rabbi Daniel Kal-
endaryov, while the other part settled
in Southern Miami under the leader-
ship of President Alik Khaimov and
Rabbi Nerya Kohen.

The "Ner Avraham" commu-
nity consists of approximately 95-
100 Bukharian families and is also
enriched by young professionals
from various fields, predominantly
in business and higher education,
including programmers, engineers,
and doctors. Early medical profes-
sionals in the community included
Ilya Rubinov (z’l may his memory
be a blessing), Yura Benyaminov,
and pharmacist Yael Kalendaryova.

In April 2011, the Yeshiva
"Doresh" was established within
the "Ner Avraham" synagogue, led
by Rabbis Daniel Kalendaryov and
Mordekhay Salfer. Currently, 16
students from different states of the
USA and Canada are studying at the
Yeshiva.

Center of Bukharian Jews
in Miami Beach
Avraam Aminov serves as the
President of the community, with
Rabbi Neryo Kohen Khavasov pro-
viding spiritual guidance and Reu-
ven Khafizov as the gabbay.

The community benefits from
the dedicated efforts of active mem-
bers, including Alik Khaimov,
Avraam Aminov, Boris, Roma, and
Alik Pinkhasovs, David Daniyarov,
Eduard Israilov, Artyom Igal, Yakov
Alishayev, and Khanan Rubinov.

Milestones and  Transitions:
In 2003, the community secured a
building for the Center and a syn-
agogue, culminating in the grand
opening of the facility in 2004.

Eduard Israilov assumed the role
of President initially, and in May
2007, the presidency transitioned to
Avraam Aminov, marking a signif-
icant moment in the community's
leadership.

GEORGIA

Georgia, a state situated in the
southeastern region of the United
States, had a population of approxi-
mately 10.62 million people in 2019.
The state's capital is Atlanta, home
to around 488,800 residents in the
same year.

Community in Atlanta
The Bukharian Jewish presence
in Atlanta dates back to 1991 when
the first Bukharian Jewish families,
led by individuals such as Isaak
Borokhov, Ribi Borokhov, Boris

Akbashev, Misha Ilyabayev, and
Nisim Khaimov, settled in the city.

The formal establishment of the
community took place in 1998, but
the groundwork for its formation
began earlier. In 1992, thanks to the
efforts of Yuriy Mordukhayev, Oleg
Iskhakov, and Nisim Khaimov, the
first convention of Bukharian Jews
in Atlanta was convened with the
aim of forming a community and
raising funds.

In 1993, a vibrant social scene
emerged in the Tempo Parkway
Apartments, where 22 Bukharian
Jewish families resided. This space
served as a club for hosting various
events, including evenings, birth-
days, and commemorations.

In January 1998, Anatoliy Iskha-
kov was elected as the first president
of the Center. In early 2001, Alex
Yagudayev and Mira Tolmasova
generously offered their home for
use as a synagogue. Simkho Zavu-
lunov was invited to lead Saturday
services, and Shumel Sofiev con-
tributed a family Sefer Torah to the
synagogue.

To provide for the community's
future needs, the Crest Lawn Memo-
rial Park became the site of a ceme-
tery with space for 100 burials.

From 2000 to 2002, community
activists organized two international
festivals for young talents, draw-
ing participants from all around the
world.

In 2002, Lev Leviev, President
of the World Congress of Bukhar-
ian Jews, donated $100,000 to the
community. These funds were in-
strumental in acquiring a building
for the synagogue and the Center.
Leviev personally visited the com-
munity in 2004.

Currently, the community boasts
a kindergarten catering to 60 chil-
dren and a club for senior citizens,
with Gwinnett County providing
two buses for their transportation
needs. The Center offers a Sunday
school along with music and dance
classes. Community representatives
have actively participated in the ini-
tial Congress of Bukharian Jews in
the USA and Canada in 1999 and
have taken part in conventions of the
World Congress of Bukharian Jews
in Israel.

In March 2009, the community
celebrated the 10th anniversary of
the Center and the opening of their
own synagogue in a grand and fes-
tive manner. The event was attended
by representatives of Jewish com-
munity organizations in Georgia,
politicians, and community leaders
from New York.

The synagogue has been served
by various Rabbis over time, includ-
ing M. Aminov, M. Mallayev, A.
Gavrielov, and N. Mosheyev.

Community Activists: The com-
munity is fortunate to have dedicat-
ed individuals actively involved in
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its development, including Eduard
Kusayev, Oleg Iskhakov, Imanuel
Iskhakov, Yakov Yusupov, Ark-
adiy Yusupov, Anatoliy Matatov,
Natan Matatov, Valeriy Mullokan-
dov, Gavriel Gavrielov, Aleksandr
Sofiev, Robert Iskhakov, and Yakov
Zavulunov.

New Center of Bukharian Jews
in Atlanta

In 2005, a new community
center was established on La Vis-
ta Road, strategically located in the
heart of the city. Mikhail Borokhov
served as President from 2006 to
2009. To initiate synagogue ser-
vices, a building was initially rented
within the Torah Day School.

Subsequently, in 2009, with
the collective efforts and material
support generously provided by the
World Congress of Bukharian Jews,
a separate residence was acquired for
the Bukharian Jewish synagogue,
situated not far from the Torah Day
School. During this period, from
2009 to 2011, the community was
led by the Israeli Moshe Bengizh as
President, while the role of Rabbi
transitioned from Amnun Gavrielov
to Bruson (an Iranian Jew).

The community benefits from
the involvement of dedicated activ-
ists, including individuals such as
Rafael Gadelov, Boris Yadgarov,
Gurgov Solomon, and Matatov
Shurik. In 2011, Alik Borokhov was
elected as President.

The community is known for
hosting various cultural and religious
events, fostering a sense of together-
ness during holiday celebrations.

Furthermore, the community is
fortunate to have several profession-
als among its members, including
ophthalmologist Garik Suleyman-
ov, dentist Zina Aronbayeva, phar-
macist Ella Badalbayeva, as well as
prominent businessmen and philan-
thropists like Rafael Gadelov and
Mikhail Shlomov.

In total, approximately 120
Bukharian Jewish families have
made their home in Atlanta, con-
tributing to the city's rich tapestry of
culture and community.

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RELIGIOUS DISCRIMINATION
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WASHINGTON—The
U.S. State Department has
denounced as '"abhorrent"
Iran’s apparent coercion of
its Jewish minority into stag-
ing an unprecedented series
of anti-Israel rallies in five
Iranian cities Oct. 30.

In a Friday email to VOA, a

said the Biden administration is
aware of reports Iranian author-
ities "coerced Iranian Jewish
leaders and their communities"
to engage in the protests.

Videos and photos pub-
lished by five Iranian state news
agencies and reviewed by VOA
showed hundreds of Iranian
Jews participating in the an-
ti-Israel rallies in Tehran, home
to the largest Jewish communi-
ty in Iran, as well as the cities of
Shiraz, Isfahan, Yazd and Ker-
manshah. The rallies involved
gatherings and speeches inside
and outside synagogues and
street processions in which par-
ticipants held signs and chanted
slogans condemning Israel.

The State Department’s lat-
est annual report on internation-
al religious freedom, published
in May, cited the Tehran Jew-
ish Committee as saying Iran is
home to approximately 9,000
Jews. It also cited an unnamed
member of the community as
giving a higher population es-
timate of 20,000 during a 2021
visit to the United States.

In the email to VOA, the
State Department spokesperson
noted that Iran’s Jews, like oth-
er religious minorities, have en-
dured discrimination and perse-
cution since 1979, when Shiite
clerics opposed to Israel’s exis-
tence seized power. The email
also noted that Iran is among
the worst violators of religious
freedom worldwide and its of-
ficials regularly spread antise-
mitic views.

"It is reprehensible that the
Iranian regime continues to
pressure religious groups to
advance their propaganda," the
spokesperson said. In reference
to the Israel-Hamas war, the
spokesperson added, "Iran’s ap-
parent exploitation of this con-
flict to advance its repression
and propaganda against its Jew-
ish community is abhorrent."

Iranian state news agencies
IRIB, IRNA, ISNA, Fars News
and Mehr News all sent their
own reporters to the Oct. 30
anti-Israel rallies, filming, pho-

Iranian Jewish diaspora re-
searchers and journalists told
VOA that the Oct. 30 rallies
marked the first time they have
seen Iran’s Jews engage in an-
ti-Israel protests on such a large

scale.

Karmel Melamed, a Los
Angeles-based Jewish Iranian
American journalist and re-
searcher, said he had never seen
what he called "this scale of
the Iranian regime parading the
Jews and using them to make
statements under duress for pro-
paganda purposes." Melamed
said he based his assessment in
part on contacts in recent days

of survival."

Images of the Oct. 30 rallies
published by the Iranian state
news agencies showed Iranian
Jews holding anti-Israel ban-
ners and signs in both Persian
and English as they walked in
street processions in Tehran and
Isfahan and stood at an inter-
section in Kermanshah. Similar
signs in Persian and English
also were displayed at syna-
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with Iran-based Jews, whom he
did not identify to protect their
safety.

Beni Sabti, a Persian Israeli
researcher at Tel Aviv Universi-
ty’s Institute for National Secu-
rity Studies, said Iranian Jews
faced threats to their businesses
from the Iranian government
and its supporters during previ-
ous fighting between Israel and
Hamas in the last two decades.

"But this time, the conflict
is bigger, so the pressure on
Iran’s Jews is greater and they
took this very unusual step of
protesting against Israel in syn-
agogues, a symbol of their Ju-
daism," Sabti said. "It is an act

gogues in Shiraz and Yazd.
Melamed said Iranian state
media devoted extensive cover-
age to the Jewish rallies in part
to convince Iranians, many of
whom have protested in recent

years for an end to Islamist rule,
that even Iran’s tiny Jewish mi-
nority adopts the government’s
position on the Israel-Hamas
war.

But he said the images of
Iranian Jews with signs in Per-
sian and English also appear to
have another intended audience
— the West.

"The regime wants to send
a message that 'We have these
Jews here living in Iran and
we want to let you know that
they are potential hostages for
us to deal with as we wish,""
Melamed said.

Iran’s U.N. mission in New
York did not respond to a VOA
request, emailed Friday, for
comment on the Iranian gov-
ernment’s apparent coercion of
Jews into holding anti-Israel
rallies.

Iran’s 1979 Islamic Revo-
lution and its aftermath led to
tens of thousands of Iranian
Jews fleeing what they saw as
an oppressive Islamist regime,
while those who remained have
had some rights as a constitu-
tionally recognized religious
minority in return for publicly
professing loyalty to their Isla-
mist rulers.

Sabti and Melamed said
their research into Iran’s Jewish
community suggests that some
of its members may approve of
Tehran’s hostile stance toward
Israel.

"] have been analyzing the
community’s official statements
for the past 12 years, and they
have become more and more
extreme in their negative char-
acterizations of Israel,"” Sabti
said.

Melamed said some of Iran's
Jews rely on the government for
their livelihoods and are willing
to recite its talking points for
that reason. "But the folks who
genuinely support the regime's
anti-Israel positions are proba-
bly in the minority," he said.

Looking ahead, Melamed
said the efforts of Iran’s minori-
ty Jews to endear themselves to
their Islamist rulers are likely to
pay off in the short term.

"For now, as long as the
Jewish leadership and the com-
munity toe the line and repeat
the regime's views, they should
be fairly secure," he said.
