Why is it that we love
helping others but, some-
how, we’re scared to ask for
help ourselves? If we love
helping, shouldn’t we also
love asking and giving other
people the chance to help be-
cause people love to do that?

Think about the last time
you helped someone. Did you
feel good about it? Most like-
ly the answer is yes. General-
ly, people love to help and feel
good helping others. However,
when it comes time to ask for
help, too many of us are afraid
to because we don’t want to be
a burden or seem weak.

We are creatures of habit
and often do things on autopi-
lot without stopping to think
and reflect. As you read this
article I want you to stop and
think about your habits re-
lating to asking and accept-
ing help. I also want you to
release old habits that don’t
serve you anymore and adopt
new habits that will serve you
moving forward.

First let’s address some
toxic beliefs we have about
asking for help:

1. "I must be independent
and asking for help shows
weakness."

2. "Asking for help means
I am incompetent or inferior."

3. "People will be bothered
or feel too inconvenienced to
help me."

4. "I am not worthy of ask-
ing for help. Who am 1? [ am
not rich enough nor successful
enough."

Research studies from the
University of Chicago (pub-
lished by Good & Shaw in
2021) indicated that children
as young as seven can have
these beliefs and I agree with
that because I see that in my
classroom (I teach grades
7-12 and college-level). Be it
in high school or college, ad-
ditional studies have shown
that minority students are
even less likely to ask for help
because they felt intimidated.

WHY ASKING FOR HELP
GAN BE GOOD FOR YOU

And who do you think is more

successful in school? The
students who ask for help or
those who don’t?

Certainly, there are many
times when I encourage and
motivate my students to ask
for what they need, and teach
them how important it is to ad-
vocate for themselves.

In his book, Ten Steps to
Being Your Best, Abraham
Twerski notes that the Talmud
is very critical of someone
who feigns illness in order to
get help from others and, on
the other hand, it is equally
critical of someone who re-
jects help when he needs it.
Twerski further says, "If one
is not considerate toward one-
self, one cannot be consider-
ate of others."

What are some healthy
beliefs about asking and ac-
cepting help that could help us
thrive in our lives?

1. Make your request
SMART: Specific, Meaning-
ful, Action-oriented, Realistic,
and Time-bound. We struggle
with that when we feel like
it’s wrong to ask for help and
we aren’t being clear. A good
question to ask yourself is,
"What do you want exactly?
What do you need?"

2. People love to help.
When we ask for help we are
giving them the opportunity to
do something that makes them
feel good.

3. We are all interdepen-
dent. No one can exist on their
own; therefore, asking for help

is normal. We are supposed to
be asking for help and helping
others. That is normal. No per-
son is an island. No one can be
completely self-sufficient.

4. Getting help allows
me to recover faster and be
more successful.

5.Being able to ask for help
is what makes me strong, ca-
pable and self-aware and it
allows me to be aware of my
strengths and weaknesses.

6. Asking for help allows
me to accept myself and my
situation as it is and it gives
me what I need to be more
successful every day.

7. Asking for help enables
kindness and creates opportu-
nities for positive social con-
nections and closeness.

8. What’s the worst that
can happen if someone says
no? Can I survive it? Can I
learn a lesson from this rejec-
tion and move on?

9. The famous Russian
phrase teaches us that one
hand washes the other. Feel
free to reciprocate.

10. Being of service pro-
motes feelings of happiness
and can increase self-esteem
and social connection.

If T have a student who
asks for help and clarification
in my classroom do I see that
student as incompetent or not
smart enough? Not at all. [ am
impressed and want to help
because I want my students to
be successful. And when they
do ask for help that assures
me that they care about doing

well and that they most likely
will do well.

If T have a student who
doesn’t ask for help and gets
things wrong it worries me. |
am teaching students to ask
for help in order to strengthen
their skills and abilities.

If T have a student who
gets everything correct with-
out asking for any help, then I
think the work I am giving is
too easy and the student needs
something more challenging.

Now how does this trans-
late into motherhood?

If you are asking for help
that means you need support
and you are willing to get the
support you need to help your-
self be strong and successful
in your motherhood endeavor.
Being a mom is no easy feat.
They say it takes a village to
raise a child. Create your vil-
lage. Who said you have to do
it all on your own? How is that
even realistic?

And observe the people
who do it all on their own. Do
they look more successful or
happier? Do you want to look
and be like that too? Usu-
ally those people feel over-
whelmed and exhausted from
trying to do everything them-
selves.

And you can also ask
yourself, what will trying to
do it all on my own help me
achieve? Will it help me ac-
complish what I want?

You want to ask yourself
these important questions and
engage in critical thinking
to examine the choices you
are making and where those
choices are leading you.

Finally, I’d like to address
some common  resistanc-
es I hear from women in my
coaching when it comes to
asking for or accepting help:

1. "It costs too much."
Yes, it does. Investigate your
options. Ask around. Do the
math and see what you can af-
ford and search accordingly.

2. "I can’t trust a strang-
er." Of course, you shouldn’t
have blind trust in a stranger.
Search for help through word-
of-mouth recommendations.
Ask people you know. And
hopefully in due time you will
find what you need. [Editor’s
note: anyone is a stranger un-
til you have a conversation
with them. Trust your intu-

ition — even with people who
you think you know or come
recommended.]

3. "No one can do it like

e." Yes, you are right. No
one can do it like you and no
one needs to do it like you.
Different is okay. As long as
the difference doesn’t abuse or
hurt your home, doing things
differently isn’t always a bad
thing.

4. "What am I supposed
to do while someone is help-
ing me? Am I supposed to be
resting while someone else is
doing my laundry?" Yes. If
you can have someone helping
you do your laundry so you
can rest and rejuvenate your-
self for your family, absolute-
ly! You deserve rest.

5. "What if getting help
will hinder my ability to
be independent? What if I
won’t be able to do things on
my own anymore?" It’s good
to be self-aware and know
when you are better off dele-
gating rather than trying to do
it all by yourself. Asking oth-
ers to help doesn't mean you
are disabling yourself. There
are times when you can do
things on your own and there
are times when you need help.
There are certain things that
only you can do as a wife and
mother. And there are certain
things others can help you do
for you.

Now I ask you: What do
you need to normalize in your
mind in order to be able to ask
for help so you can thrive?

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Last week, UJA-Special Ad-
visor David Aronov and nonprofit
social services organization YE-
SODOT CEO Diana Rachnaev
visited the United Nations head-
quarters for International Holo-
caust Remembrance Day—but on
Thursday, January 26.

While the U.N. holiday is of-
ficially observed on January 27
(and is more often commemorat-
ed by non-Jews in contrast with
Yom Hashoah), the two Bukharian
do-gooders were there a day early
for the opening of the "Book of
Names of Holocaust Victims": an
extraordinary exhibit in collabora-
tion with Yad Vashem to mark the
78th anniversary of the liberation
of the Auschwitz-Birkenau exter-
mination camp. "It was touching
and impactful," said Rachnaev to
the Bukharian Times.

The names of 4.8 million vic-
tims come from Yad Vashem’s
central database of victims’ names,
which they have been collecting
since 1954. "The Shoah was the
murder of 6 million individual
Jews. Each one who died deserves
to be remembered as an individual,
and not only as part of a nameless
collective," Yad Vashem Chair-
man Dani Dayan said. "May we
never forget the millions of lives
victimized by hatred and anti-sem-
itism," Aronov, who was humbled
to attend the event on behalf of
the UJA-Federation of New York,
wrote in a tweet.

As Aronov flipped through the
behemoth book, which measures
26.5-feet long, 6.5-feet high, and
3.3-feet wide and has a strip of
light running through it, illuminat-
ing the memory of the countless

Jewish men, women, and children
murdered during the Holocaust,
he found some Bukharian names,
including the name Mordukhayeyv,
which is one the last names of his
family.

"Many of the Bukharian names
in the book either died in Russia or
Ukraine during the war, or their
place of death was unknown,"
Aronov told the Bukharian Times.
"They didn’t [necessarily die] in
the camps."

The exhibit opening was
broadcast on UN Web TV last
Thursday, and included remarks
from United Nations Secretary
General Anténio Guterres, Yad
Vashem Chairman Dayan and Per-
manent Representative of Israel to
the United Nations Gilad Erdan.

"I want to thank Yad Vashem
for bringing this deeply moving
exhibition to the United Nations,
which goes to the heart of your
vital mission: to give the millions
who perished ‘an everlasting
name’: a ‘yad vashem’," said Gu-
terres. He continued:

"This exhibition is a call to
action: some one million victims
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remain unidentified, and we are
racing against time.’

‘It is a call to remembrance:
as fewer and fewer can bear direct
witness, we will have to find new
ways to carry the torch of remem-
brance forward. Within families
and across generations. Within
classrooms and across geogra-
phies.’

‘And this exhibition is a call
to reflection: to see in each child,
woman, and man who perished,
a human being with hopes and
dreams—not a faceless, nameless
victim.’

‘And it is a call to all of us:
our world today is not immune to
the poison of hate — the hate that
says another person is less than my
equal, less than human.’

‘Together, let us stem the tide
of human cruelty and fight an-
tisemitism and all forms of racism
wherever and whenever it mani-
fests itself."

The exhibit will be open to the
public until Feb. 17 at the United
Nations (405 East 42nd St.) and is
free.

Burglars steal $31K from Queens home

Lock your doors! Close your
windows! Turn on your alarms!
Last week, two burglars broke
into a vacant Queens home and stole
$37,000 in cash and jewelry before
escaping through a basement door,
police said in a PIX11 news story.
The thieves climbed up a sec-
ond-floor balcony and found an
unlocked door to gain access to the
home near Coolidge Avenue and
139th Street in Briarwood on Jan. 21
at 8 p.m., according to the NYPD.
The suspects took $9,000 in
cash and $28,000 worth of jewelry,
and then used tools to open a locked
basement door to get out of the

house, police said. After unlocking
the door, the thieves fled northbound
on 82nd Avenue and remain at large.

A Russian missile hit and
damaged a synagogue in the
Ukraine on Tuesday, January
31, according to the United Jew-
ish Community of Ukraine. This
is not the first time the Russians
have damaged the Huliaipole
synagogue. During Russian
shelling in May 2022, the build-
ing’s windows were blown out
and a wall was broken.

The current Huliaipole Syn-
agogue was built more than 100
years ago, in 1909, and sits on the
previous wooden synagogue that
was first built in 1872.

MK Ze’ev Elkin’s family
hails from Huliaipole, and he
condemned the attack on the
synagogue that his family used
to pray at. He posted on Twit-
ter, "A Russian missile hit an an-
cient synagogue in Ukraine in the
place where my late grandfather
was born and grew up and was

murdered durlng the civil war,
my great-grandfather, who 1 am
named after. How sad and disgust-
ing. Damage to the holy places and
houses of worship, even when it
comes to fighting, is an event that
should be clearly condemned and
demanded not to happen again!"
Rabbi Moshe Azman, chief
rabbi of Ukraine, condemned
the attack: "In a normal world, it

should be accepted that holy places
are off limits, but even this agree-
ment has been violated by the Rus-
sians. I expect leaders of the world
to fiercely denounce this criminal
act," he said in a statement.

Jewish man in custody after attempited
Kidnapping at Brooklyn Synagogue

On Wednesday, January 25,
a man wearing tzitzit and a black
kippah tried to abduct a 9-year-
old boy from a Brooklyn syna-
gogue — but was thwarted when
the kid’s mom showed up and saw
him trying to carry her son away,
according to local news reports.

Police said the boy was attend-
ing a brit milah at the Hesed Le

Avraham Synagogue on East 7th
Street in Gravesend at around 9:30
am. when a man who had been
praying inside preyed on him.

The stranger asked the child to
go outside with him. When the boy
said, "No", the suspect picked him
up by the shoulders and tried to car-
ry him out through the front door,
according to police.

The boy’s mother noticed her
son on the shoulders of a stranger
and stepped in. She asked her son
if he knew the man from the syna-
gogue. When he said he did not, she
pulled her son from the man’s arms,
police said.

The suspect, who was known by
others at the synagogue, then ran off
— seeking refuge in a nearby yeshi-
va, until cops with K9s tracked him
down. The man, later identified as
42-year-old Yossi Mayer, is now in
custody and has been charged with
kidnapping and endangering the
welfare of a child, police said.

Polar Vortex to bring Subzero temps to NYC,
ends 50-year weamer record

Get ready to spend
Shabbat inside.

After a series of un-
usually warm January
winter days—with no
measurable snowfall un-
til Wednesday morning
(breaking a record 50-year
weather record), a danger-
ously cold air mass heading to New
York City will send temperatures
plummeting into single digits by Fri-
day evening with an expected low of
6 degrees in Central Park.

The National Weather Service
warns that for parts of southern Con-
necticut, northeast New Jersey, and
southeast New York, temperatures
through Monday will feel much
colder, with wind chill values as

low as 10 and 20 degrees
below zero for coastal lo-
cations. The NWS also
warns of icy conditions.

Despite the coming
cold, the city is still unlike-
ly to see any snow.

On Monday, New
York City set a record
for the latest arrival of measurable
snowfall. It surpassed a previous re-
cord set on Jan. 29, 1973, when 1.8
inches of snow fell in Central Park.
On Wednesday morning, the record
was broken with a half-inch dusting,
"This is the latest first measurable
snowfall for the season since record
keeping began in 1869," said the
NWS.

Bristling with excitement,
the Jewish people were on their
way to get the Torah from the
""hands of G-d'. Never could
they imagine that the nations
of the world would not accept
them as G-d’s '""chosen people'
by receiving the Torah.

Indeed, the Egyptians ran af-
ter the Jews to take them back to
Egypt as slaves. According to the
Torah, the Jewish people were
lost and facing the Red Sea when
the Egyptian army approached
them from behind. They started
praying to G-d.

After a long prayer, G-d said
to Moshe: "The LORD shall fight
for you, and you shall hold your
peace" (Exodus 14:14)—imply-
ing that G-d would wage war
against the Egyptians on behalf
of the Jewish people.

Except, soon after, a different
war happened and it was with the
nation of Amalek.

While the Jewish people were
traveling towards Mt. Sinai to get
the Torah, suddenly, the Amale-
kites, who were descendants of
the nation’s founder, “Amalek”,

a grandson of Jacob’s twin broth-
er Esau, came and blocked the
Jewish people from continuing
on their way.

But here G-d said, "Go out
and fight against Amalek" (Ex-
odus 17:9), meaning that G-d
wanted the Jewish people to
wage war against the people of
Amalek.

The question comes to mind:
Why would G-d be willing to
wage war against the Pharaoh
and Egyptians himself, but in the
case of Amalek, He told the Jew-
ish people they needed to fight
themselves?

What is the lesson here, and
how can we apply it to our lives
today?

To answer these questions,
we must first understand what

-
motivated the nations of Egypt
and Amalek to make war against
the Jewish people.

The Egyptians and Amale-
kites both came to exterminate
the Jewish people but each had
different approaches:

Pharaoh sought to kill the
"physical body" of the Jewish
people. Their souls and spiritual
beliefs were of little consequence.
That’s why Pharaoh never tried
to assimilate the Jewish people.
He only cared about controlling
their bodies and using them as
physical labor. On this issue, G-d
told Moshe that the Jewish peo-
ple should not worry so much.
He would fight back against the
Egyptian army Himself.

However, Amalek is a dif-
ferent story—because it comes

down to timing. The Jewish peo-
ple were extremely excited: They
had just seen how G-d was able
to split the sea and kill the Egyp-
tians, and they were ready to re-
ceive the Torah on Mt. Sinai and
become G-d’s chosen people.

It was the perfect window of
opportunity for Amalek to make
war against Israel. The Amale-
kites couldn't handle the fact that
the Jews were excited about spir-
ituality.

As the Torah says: “how he
happened upon you on the way
and cut off all the stragglers at
your rear, when you were faint
and weary, and he did not fear
G-d.” (Deuteronomy 25:18)

The deeper meaning here is
that Amalek tempered our excite-
ment on our way to get the Torah
because the word P97 also means
"to cool off". To that end, G-d said
to Moshe that the Jewish people
needed to go to war against Ama-
lek because they couldn’t wait
for the answer of G-d.

And this is the main differ-
ence between the hatred of Pha-
raoh and the hatred of Amalek:
Pharaoh “only” wanted to ex-
terminate the "Jewish body" but
Amalek wanted to kill the "Jew-
ish soul”.

Therefore, with Pharaoh, G-d

fought against the Egyptians be-
cause it was an issue that could
wait for the answer of G-d. But
with Amalek, the Jewish people
had to react immediately and
fiercely.

Because Amalek had pow-
er over his enemies—he chilled
their excitement.

Our sages say that in Hebrew,
"Amalek" (yn7p = 240) has the
same numerical value or Ge-
matria as “doubt” (oop = 240).
This is no coincidence: In order
to calm down our excitement,
Amalek made us doubtful by ask-
ing, "Who said that this is true?
Maybe that is not correct...” etc.

This is the lesson that we can
learn from this week's parashah:
We need to keep our excitement
for G-d at the highest-possible
level. And we need to do our best
to nourish our spirituality in or-
der to enjoy Judaism and fulfill
the mitzvah of the Torah for as
long as we live—"to erase the
name of Amalek" forever (Deu-
teronomy 25:19).

Day 2. The next morning, as
palm trees swayed under the over-
cast sky, I met my art industry in-
sider and Hindu sister Amisha Patel
in South Beach for a walk to the
Convention Center, where the 20th
edition of Art Basel Miami Beach
was being hosted.

While Amisha collected her
VIP ticket, I picked up my press
pass from the media center, hold-
ing it in my hand for a moment
before putting it around my neck.
"Erin Levi, The Bukharian Times,"
it read. "Pretty cool," I said to my-
self, a longtime freelancer who was
excited to finally be representing a
publication.

As we walked from one row
to the next, passing galleries from
New York, LA, Berlin, Bogota,
Seoul, Paris, London, Miami, and
Prague, we encountered a palette
bright colors, outlandish designs,
and made-for-Instagram pieces, like
a mirrored version of "Time Person
of the Year", and an ATM machine
that posts a picture of you and your
bank balance (American DJ Diplo
earned top spot at the start of the fair
with a $3-million-dollar balance;
meanwhile I thought it was a scam
so I resisted the urge to show off
my miniscule balance). With each
pause and photo snapped, it became
clear we could spend days here and
not see everything,

We then bumped into some of
Amisha’s art finance colleagues,
including her boss and boss’s artist
brother, named Ben Fine. "He’s a
Jewish artist", Amisha whispered
before introducing us, whereby
she told him I might be looking to
profile certain Jewish artists for a
story in the Bukharian Times. As |
explained who the Bukharians are,
his brown eyes widened.

"I have a project that might be a
fit for you," said Fine.

Fine, I quickly learned, is a
multidisciplinary artist (https://ben-
finepainting.com). While the only
pieces he brought to Miami were
two trippy sea anemone lamps on
sale for $900 each at neighboring
art fair Scope (they took him over
two months to make and were in-
spired by the research his marine
biologist wife does at the Museum
of Natural History), he’s actually an
illustrious painter and illustrator.

"I’ve got this Jewish comic se-
ries I’'m working on," he confided.
"It’s based on real-life encounters,"
he said. Each comic features a meal
with a different Jewish luminary,

and some, like "The Last Latke

with Philip Glass" — it’s based on
the time when Fine came face to
face with the great American com-
poser at a Hanukkah party where
only one latke remained (spoil-
er alert: Philip Glass takes it and
doesn’t share) — are more irreverent
than others.

"Fascinating," 1 replied. "I’d
love to learn more."

"Let’s stay in touch," he said,
after I followed him on Instagram.

The convention center began to
feel stuffy. "I prefer the offsite art
fairs, like Scope and Untitled," said
Amisha. Although I had yet to find
an art gallery from Israel or Central
Asia (the convention center brought
together 282 premier galleries from
38 countries, and two-thirds of
them were from the Americas), we
left and walked towards the beach.

In need of a little R&R, we de-
cided to check out a daytime pool
party at the Sagamore Hotel, hop-
ing we’d be able to score a chaise
lounge. As we entered, deafening
electronic beats must have kept the
crowds at bay because the place
was practically dead.

Then I spotted a familiar face
catching some shade.

"Renaud! Salut!" I shouted and
waved.

I was first met with a blank
stare, before Riley came to and
remembered me from the evening
before. I introduced him to Amisha
and invited him to join us on a bean
bag that we found at the end of the
pool.

He then unzipped his backpack
and pulled out a mahogany and
bronze statue from 19th-century
Ghana he said was valued at $120.

"One-hundred and twenty dol-
lars?" I asked.

"No, $120K!" he yelled back.

Amisha joked that we should
have taken his backpack and run.
But that wouldn’t have been very
kosher — or good karma.

We said goodbye to Riley and
continued on our way along the
beach. In the horizon we spotted
the Ruinart Art Lounge, a beauti-
ful Burning-Man-esque plein-air
sanctuary boasting meditation and
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chakra-healing activities, offering
salvation from the frenetic-ness of
the art fairs. (The art lounge was
not a permanent fixture, but one
of many pop-ups and installations
that appear on the beach during
Art Week each year.) We recovered
there, reclining on a more com-
fortable bean sack, listening to the
waves of the ocean.

Day 3. On my third day, after
checking out some of the offsite art
fairs, I managed to meet with Igal
Haimov, the unofficial head of Mi-
ami’s growing Bukharian commu-
nity, at his shiny office space on W
41st Street. We only had 30 minutes
to meet between me being stuck in
endless traffic ("The never-ending
five minutes" as Amisha liked to
say about Uber ETAs during Mi-
ami’s busiest week of the year) and
it being the end of his work day as a
successful businessman (he has his
hands in various industries, from
jewelry to watches to real estate)
and the beginning of his commu-
nity service as a mediator. Haimov
was also leaving the next day for
the Bahamas to celebrate his son’s
21st birthday, so time was not on
our side. Nevertheless, we chat-
ted (for the record, it was not an
interview, and so I have no notes),
during which I learned he was from
Samarkand.

"T spent the summer studying
there in 2007, and visited the syna-

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gogue in the old town," I said.

"My grandfather was the rabbi
of that synagogue," he replied. He
then went on to say that the Bukh-
arian synagogue down the street
from his office is also named in his
grandfather’s honor.

"Why did you move to Miami?
Why didn’t you move or stay in
Queens like seemingly everyone
else?" I asked.

"It’s like paradise here," he said.
The Bukharian community has
done quite well for itself, too.

I left our meeting and walked
by Haimov Jewelers on Chase Ave
east to the Bukharian Synagogue,
Beth Eliyahu Mani Bukharian
Congregation. It was closed, so I
admired the stained-glass windows
from the outside. I figured the tim-
ing was not right, and told myself
that I’d be back another time, when
it wasn’t Art Week.

I walked all the way to the 1
Hotel South Beach, where I met up
with Amisha and her influencer/re-
ality-TV-personality cousin Shital
Patel (she was in Season 2 of the
Netflix series "Indian Matchmak-
ing"), where we briefly tried a VR
art experience. | recognized another
familiar face from the Concert of
Seven Decades that I had attended
at the Ritz-Carlton; everyone must
be on the same circuit, I thought.

We walked along the moonlit
boardwalk to a big white tent where
the Scope VIP party was. Inside, we
schmoozed with various industry
and marketing people and bumped
into more friends of Amisha. And
when talking became tiring, we
bounced to beats by Haitian-Cana-
dian DJ Kaytranada until lam.

For the quintessential Art Ba-
sel experience, we rounded out
the night at Soho Beach House,
where a line wrapped around the
front entrance. Members’ check-in
was like Magic Mountain — but
magically the line moved quicker
than at Disney World. We snaked
our way through the Art Deco-Cu-
bano building to the jam-packed
Beach Club and stood barefoot on
the sand, rubbing shoulders with
everyone else who was in town for
Art Week.

I was in observer mode when
a man with glasses and a blonde
‘stache approached me. "What’s
that?" he asked, pointing to my
press badge. I explained how I was
on assignment with The Bukharian
Times.

"What’s your story?" he asked,
a fair follow-up question. I inhaled
slowly, buying some time as I re-
flected on the past 36 hours.

"Well, 1T met this Jewish artist
and heard this beautiful Holocaust
tribute by the Miami Symphony
Orchestra, and went to the offices
of this Bukharian business man..."
My voice trailed off.

Day 4. My last full day. I was
running out of time, and had no
story. Between the traffic and the
endless options—even a thousand
3D-printed clones would not have
been enough to cover everything—I
resigned myself to the fact that
maybe it just wasn’t meant to be.

I hailed an Uber back to Scope
— this time in the daylight, to both
see the art and catch up with my
Miami-based cousin Allison. At
least meeting up with family would
be time well spent.

We hugged, smiled, sipped on
some complimentary bottled water
in the shade at Norwegian Cruise
Line’s outdoor lounge, and talked
about the art we’d both seen — the
good, the bad, the ostentatious. But
our catch-up was cut short because
her teenage son, Zion, had football
practice. "Mom, ¢’mon, let’s go,"
he pouted.

"Are you going to Ophir’s par-
ty tonight?" flaxen-haired Allison
asked me, in reference to her Is-
raeli-born business partner whom
I’d known since I was a kid. "What
party? Oops. I forgot to tell him I’'m
in town," I said.

"It’s going to be at Sky House,
my old apartment at the Ritz," Al-
lison said modestly of her 9,000-
sqft Bali-inspired penthouse, which
even has its own website (Www.
skyhouse1021.com). "Opbhir is sell-
ing it. 'l text you the invite. But I
won’t get there till late."

Years ago, Ophir and Allison’s
real estate investment and develop-
ment firm Lionheart Capital made
the deal that turned the former Mi-
ami Heart Hospital into Ritz-Carl-
ton Residences, Miami Beach, and
they each maintained an apartment
there for a while, until Allison sold
hers to Ophir. (This is not to be con-
fused with Lionstone Development,
which was behind the Ritz-Carlton
South Beach and Sagamore Hotels,
amongst others...)

After saying goodbye to my
cousin, [ walked around Scope, and
found Ben Fine’s kaleidoscopic sea
anemone lamp on sale at the fair’s
gift shop, which was run by Hud-
son-Valley-based Invisible Land
Press. The logo, I noticed, used
Hebrew-inspired lettering. "Inter-
esting," I thought.

I continued down Row G,
where I noticed some actual He-
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In three glorious days, Azer-
baijan-Land of Fire Team trotted
across the competition, crown-
ing themselves champions of
the Snow Polo World Cup in St.
Moritz, Switzerland for the sec-
ond consecutive year in a row.

The Snow Polo World Cup,
which is held annually in Swit-
zerland, invites top polo teams
from across the world to play in a
tournament held 6,000-feet above
sea level on the frozen lake of St.
Moritz, a picturesque mountain
region known for its breathtaking
scenery and world class sporting
facilities, creating a unique and
unforgettable atmosphere for both
players and spectators alike.

This year's tournament — now
in its 38th year— was the busiest
ever and saw six teams (five of
which were European) compete
for the coveted title of World Cup
Champion, with Azerbaijan-Land
of Fire team up against host team
St. Mortiz of Switzerland in the
finals. And while the snowy land-
scape may have been chilly (St.
Moritz is surrounded by snow-
capped mountains of the Engadin
valley), the competition in this
year’s finals match was white-hot.
In a nail-biting overtime finish that

R e e D e o S
kept 25,500 spectators on the edge
of their frozen seats, Azerbaijani
player Adrian Laplacette scored
the game-winning goal in the fi-
nal minute on a 10-yard penalty
conversion and was named Most
Valuable Player, with a final score
of 6-5, on Sunday, January 29.
The team dedicated its victory to
the memory of Senior Lieutenant
Orkhan Asgarov, who died while
preventing the terrorist attack on
the Azerbaijani Embassy in Iran
last Friday.

Azerbaijani Ambassador to
Switzerland Fuad Isgandarov, who
was also in attendance, praised the
2023 champions on their achieve-
ment: "[I was] happy to be togeth-
er with ‘Azerbaijan-Land of Fire’
team, which became a champion
of the World Snow Polo Cup in
St. Moritz in 2023! With the same
victory in 2022 our dream-team
became twice champion! My sin-

cere congratulations to AZ Horsing
Federation, which made this mira-
cle happen." He tweeted.

Polo, also known as "chov-
gan" in Azerbaijan, is Azerbaijan’s
national sport. (It’s also played
in present-day Iran and among
Uzbeks and Tajiks.) The UNES-

CO-listed Karabakh horse-riding
game is steeped in rich heritage,
having long been a part of the cul-
tural fabric of Azerbaijan. Tracing
its origins back to ancient Persia
where it was played by royalty
and the king’s guards as a display
of skill and prowess on the grassy
plains of Central Asia, the sport
made its way to Azerbaijan in the
late 19th century, where it quickly
gained popularity among the coun-
try's elite. (Similarly, the game
made it to St. Moritz in 1899 when
English soldiers built the first snow
polo field.)

Ever since the introduction of
polo, this thrilling equestrian sport
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has captivated audiences, from the
high-ranking officials and nobles
of Azerbaijan's past to the mod-
ern-day enthusiast—apart from
during the Soviet era, when chov-
gan tournaments were rare. One of
the key factors in the development
of polo in Azerbaijan was the es-

tablishment of the Azerbaijan Polo
Federation in 2008, which has
played a vital role in promoting
the sport and elevating its profile
both nationally and internationally.
Under the leadership of the federa-
tion, polo has grown from a niche
pursuit to a widely recognized and
respected sport, attracting play-
ers and spectators throughout the
country.

Azerbaijan’s win in the Snow
Polo World Cup is a momentous
occasion, not just for the team but
for the country—and region—as a
whole. The team's success is a tes-
tament to the talent, passion, and
dedication of the players, and a sym-
bol of the growth and popularity of
Snow Polo in Azerbaijan from its
dusty Central Asian origins.

Next year’s 39th Snow Polo
World Cup St. Moritz will take
place January 26-28, 2024.

brew lettering on bronze animal
sculptures. 1 stopped by booth
G013 for a closer look.

The gallery was Sist’Art Gal-
lery from Venice, Italy, and the art-
ist featured was a Venetian Jewish
artist named Tobia Rava, I learned,
from the gallery rep. The peculiar
mix of Hebrew letters and Arabic
numerals on the exterior of the
bronze animals — a wolf, frog, pan-
ther, crocodile, hound, etc. — signi-
fied "gematria", a numerological
system by which Hebrew letters
correspond to numbers, which I
now know about thanks to Rabbi
David Shushan’s weekly parashas.

"Lucky 13," T thought, as I
looked up at the booth name and
number, again. Although how
lucky was I really? Neither the sea
anemone lamp or animal sculptures
constituted a story. Sigh.

I looked at my phone. The in-
vitation from my cousin appeared:

"On behalf of Burgess Mod-
ern + Contemporary, Lionheart
Capital, and Douglas Elliman, we
invite you tonight to The Ritz-Carl-
ton Residences, Miami Beach for
‘SKYHOUSE’ ART EVENT — Meet
the Artists! An exhibition of works
by Brendan Murphy, Rex Haus-
mann, Andrew Cotton, Jedd Novatt,
Miss Bugs, David Hayes, Gabriel
Delgado, and surprise guest!"

Intrigued, I left Scope and made
my way up Miami Beach, taking a
brief detour at Design Miami— an-
other one of the many fairs during
Art Week—before trudging anoth-
er 40-minutes in the dark through
palm-tree-lined residential neigh-
borhoods. My  destination—the
Ritz-Carlton Miami Beach Resi-
dences (4701 N Meridian Avenue)—
was still another 30 minutes away. |
was too tired to go on, so I called an
Uber — something I had resisted do-
ing from the art fairs because they
were both impossible to find, and
impossibly expensive. Not to men-
tion, traffic was horrendous.

I finally arrived at the Ritz,
though somewhat depleted, and
gave the name, "Darin Tansey"
(from Douglas Elliman Real Es-
tate), as per the invite details. The
receptionist in the white marble
lobby pointed me to go to the room
down the hall. It was the building’s
lounge instead of the Sky House
because it was too windy out for the
art — and for women.

I quickly scanned the room,
taking note of large paintings and
shiny sculptures, and spotted Ophir,
looking handsome in a tailored dark
suit with white button-down shirt.
His eyes twinkled as he smiled hel-
lo. "You’re alone? Where are your
friends?"

"l invited some friends but
they’re not here yet. Others are
stuck in traffic or across the bridge.
Thanks so much for inviting me
though! It’s so great to see you."

I looked around the room. I
wish I hadn’t been alone. Even
though I'm a journalist, making
small talk doesn’t always come
easy to me. Most people in the
room were far better dressed than
me (I wore a summery pink skirt
and ruffled floral blouse), which
gave me flashbacks to the Miami
Symphony Orchestra event at the
other Ritz.

I told Ophir about the event and
he said, "Oh, they’re basically my
competition." He winked.

I grabbed some sparkling wa-
ter and hors d’oeuvres — there was
everything from sushi to hummus —
and found a spot on a white leather
chair.

A man stood up and called the
crowd’s attention. It was Darin the
realtor. After a brief introduction
about the event and Sky House, he
announced, "We have a very spe-
cial guest tonight that was escorted
hereby two Navy Seals..."

A blanket covering a statue was
removed, unveiling a blue shim-
mering spaceman.

"The spaceman, which is part
of artist Brendan Murphy’s Boonji

Spaceman series, is encrusted with
6,200 diamonds totaling 517 carats
and is valued at $13.5 million. It’s
one of the largest diamond sculp-
tures in the world. And this is its Art
Basel debut."

My ears perked up, my eyes
entranced. "Did he just say dia-
monds?" I asked myself.

I immediately approached the
artist and asked him where the di-
amonds were from. "America," he
said.

"Did you work with anyone
from 47th Street?" I asked, flashing
him my press pass.

"Yes," he said. "I had the stones
set there [by someone from the
Bukharian community]."

Yes — I had my story!

Brendan Murphy, who has
been an artist for over 20 years,
and recently made millions through
NFTs, told me, "The Diamond
Spaceman was always dream idea."

"The spaceman represents tak-
ing the next step and embracing the
unknown," he explained.

He started making it in 2020,
and it took over a year. First, he had
to buy all the diamonds.

"They’re all flawless. I bought
them during covid, which was chal-
lenging, and almost cornered mar-
ket for 30 days; bought 900 carats
in one fell swoop, when nobody

was buying anything at that. [As |
mentioned before], they’re natural
diamonds sourced in the States."

"How could you afford to?" 1
asked.

"Self-funded," he said. Ah, yes,
the NFTs...

Next step: the diamonds need-
ed "to be set into molded platinum,
and that is in itself very challeng-
ing. In the diamond community
this piece is well known as an ex-
ceptional feat," said Murphy. He
did not have the skills to set the di-
amonds himself, so he worked with
someone in the Diamond District—a
Bukharian—but he would not reveal
whom.

While it’s priced super high,
he’s not expecting to sell it any time
soon, nor does he want to. "The di-
amond piece is like my symphony.
It’s one of the most important piec-
es in the world." Still, he hopes to
share it with others, because for him
as an artist, that’s what brings him
the most joy.

So! Where will it go next?

"Possibly Norway, the Mid-
dle East", or maybe, just maybe,
Queens.

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New York, Friday, Janu-
ary 27. A federal court in New
York today unsealed murder-
for-hire and money laundering
charges against three members
of an Eastern European crim-
inal organization for plotting
the murder of a U.S. citizen
who has been targeted by the
Islamic Republic of Iran for
speaking out against the re-
gime’s human rights abuses,
according to a Department of
Justice press release. This is
the second time in the last two
years that the FBI has thwart-
ed Iran’s attempts to assassi-
nate the target, named Masih
Alinejad, 46, who is a journal-
ist, author and human rights
activist residing in Brooklyn.
The charges carry maximum
sentences ranging from five to
20 years in prison.

"The Victim in this case was
targeted for exercising the rights
to which every American citizen
is entitled. The Victim publicized
the Iranian Government's human
rights abuses; discriminatory
treatment of women; suppression
of democratic participation and
expression; and use of arbitrary
imprisonment, torture, and ex-
ecution," said Attorney General
Merrick B. Garland. "The De-
partment of Justice will not tol-
erate attempts by an authoritarian
regime to undermine those pro-
tections and the rule of law upon
which our democracy is based.
We will not tolerate attempts by
a foreign power to threaten, si-
lence, or harm Americans. We
will stop at nothing to identify,
find, and bring to justice those
who endanger the safety of the
American people."

The court documents re-
vealed that Rafat Amirov, aka
Farkhaddin Mirzoev, aka Pum,
aka Rome, 43, of Iran; Polad
Omarov, aka Araz Aliyev, aka
Polad Qaqa, aka Haci Qaqa, 38,
of the Czech Republic and Slo-
venia; and Khalid Mehdiyev, 24,
of Yonkers, New York, have all
been charged with money laun-
dering and murder-for-hire in a
superseding indictment unsealed
on Friday, Jan. 27 in the Southern
District of New York.

Amirov, who resides in Iran
where he serves as a leader of an
Eastern European criminal orga-
nization (no name given), was
arraigned in New York today,
after arriving in the U.S. on Jan.
26. Mehdiyev, who was arrest-
ed on July 29, 2022 on charges
contained in an underlying crim-
inal complaint, will be arraigned
on Jan. 31, 2023. Omarov, who
also holds a leadership role in the
organization, was arrested in the
Czech Republic on Jan. 4, 2023,
and the U.S. will request his ex-
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tradition on the charges in the
superseding indictment. Accord-
ing to the DOJ press release, the
organization has ties to Iran and
is violent, engaging in murders,
kidnappings, assaults, and ex-
tortions, and members typically
identify themselves with tattoos
and other displays of eight-point-
ed stars.

"As alleged, the defendants
are members of an organized
crime group hired to assassinate,
right here in New York City, a
U.S. citizen of Iranian origin
who has been critical of the re-
gime’s autocracy and its dis-
regard for human rights," said
U.S. Attorney Damian Williams
for the Southern District of New
York. "This is the second time in
the past two years that this of-
fice and our partners at the FBI
have disrupted plots originating
from within Iran to kidnap or kill
this victim for the ‘crime’ of ex-
ercising the right to free speech,
to independent political thought,
and to advocating for the rights
of the oppressed and disenfran-
chised inside Iran. Thanks to the
extraordinary efforts of the ca-
reer prosecutors and FBI agents
who led the investigation, this
new plot to silence the victim
has been disrupted and the de-
fendants will face justice in an
American court."

As recently as 2020 and 2021,
Iranian intelligence officials and
assets plotted to kidnap Alinejad
from within the US for rendition
to Iran in an effort to silence her
criticism of the regime. That plot
was disrupted and exposed by
the FBI and led to the filing of
federal kidnapping conspiracy
and other charges in the South-
ern District of New York against
several participants in the plot in
United States v. Farahani, et al.,
21 Cr. 430.

Around a year after the Fara-
hani charges were filed, the Orga-
nization was tasked with carrying
out Alinejad’s assassination on
U.S. soil. Sometime in mid-Ju-
ly 2022, Amirov sent targeting
information—which Amirov had

received from other individuals
in Iran—about Alinejad and her
residence to Omarov. Omarov, in
turn, communicated the targeting
information to Mehdiyev in order
to begin conducting surveillance
of the journalist and reconnais-
sance of her Brooklyn residence
and surrounding neighborhood.
Mehdiyev  sent photographs
and videos of the residence to
Omarov for further sharing with
Amirov and the plot’s orchestra-
tors in Iran.

After Mehdiyev’s initial
surveillance of the Victim’s res-
idence, Amirov and Omarov
arranged for the delivery of a
$30,000 cash payment to Mehdi-
yev in New York City in further-
ance of the plot. Mehdiyev used
some of this cash to buy an AK-
47-style assault rifle along with
two magazines for ammunition
and at least 66 rounds. Mehdiyev
bragged in electronic communi-
cations that he had procured for
himself a "war machine", accord-
ing to the DOJ press release.

Between July 20 and 28,
2022, Mehdiyev repeatedly trav-
eled to Alinejad’s neighborhood
to conduct surveillance and re-
connaissance, sending reports
of the target’s activities, photo-
graphs, and videos to Omarov for
further distribution to Amirov.
On July 24, 2022, after arriving
at the target’s residence, Mehdi-
yev reported to Omarov that Me-
hdiyev was "at the crime scene."”
Omarov encouraged Mehdiyev,
"You are a man!" Mehdiyev

described to Omarov that "we
blocked it from both sides, it will
be a show once she steps out of
the house." Omarov forwarded
this report to Amirov, who re-
sponded, "God willing," accord-
ing to court documents.
Mehdiyev was unable to carry
out the assassination that day and
returned on several subsequent
days to seek out opportunities
to complete the murder mission.
Amirov, Omarov and Mehdiyev
schemed different strategies to
attempt to draw Alinejad out,

including by attempting to ask
her for flowers from her gar-
den. On July 28, 2022, Mehdi-
yev sent Omarov a video taken
from inside the car Mehdiyev
was driving showing the assault
rifle, along with the message
that "we are ready." Alinejad,
after observing suspicious activ-
ity outside the residence, left the
area, and Mehdiyev drove away
shortly afterwards. He was then
stopped after a traffic violation,
and during a search of the car,
police officers found the assault
rifle, 66 rounds of ammunition,
approximately $1,100 in cash,
and a black ski mask.

When the FBI called Aline-
jad into their office to reveal to
her the details of the assassina-
tion attempts against her, she
was both shocked and amazed.
"I have been given a second
chance at life. I could have been
killed if 1 had opened the door
in Brooklyn," the victim said on
CNN This Morning (on January
30). "What scares me more is
that these criminals from East-
ern Europe were hired by the Is-
lamic Republic of Iran. So, you
see the Islamic Republic of Iran
is itself a criminal organization
— killing innocent protestors in-
side Iran, killing teenagers every
single day. I'm very thankful to
the US Government and law en-
forcement that they protect me.
If nothing happens, if they don’t
see any punishment, then there’s
no reason for the Iranian Govern-
ment to stop sending more killers

to US soil."

"Today’s indictment exposes
a dangerous menace to national
security—a double threat posed
by a vicious transnational crime
group operating from what it
thought was the safe haven of
a rogue nation: Iran," said Dep-
uty Attorney General Lisa O.
Monaco. "As national security
and criminal threats continue to
blend, the Department of Justice
will use all its tools to zealous-
ly protect freedom and hold ac-
countable all those who would
use violence to undermine it."

"The indictment unsealed
today reflects the FBI’s commit-
ment to follow the facts wherev-
er they lead, to work our way up
to the leaders of criminal plots
wherever they are, and to use our
long reach to bring those respon-
sible here to face justice in the
United States," said FBI Director
Christopher Wray. "The conduct
charged shows how far Iranian
actors are willing to go to silence
critics, even attempting to assas-
sinate a U.S. citizen on American
soil. We are determined to safe-
guard the rights of all Americans
from the oppressive reach of hos-
tile regimes."

"Today’s charges underscore
the Department’s commitment
to protecting Americans and our
fundamental values in the face of
all forms of transnational repres-
sion," said Assistant Attorney
General Matthew G. Olsen of the
Justice Department’s National
Security Division. "To foreign
actors who plot violence on our
soil believing they are out of our
reach, know that we will pursue
you, wherever you may be, until
we deliver justice."

"My message to Iran’s regime
who hired 3 criminals to kill me
on US soil is clear; I don’t want
to talk to them. I want to see
them on the international court,"
said Alinejad on twitter. "And 1
want the Biden Administration to
convince the EU to designate the
Iranian Revolutionary Guards as
a terrorist organization." While
the indictment does not name the
Eastern European criminal orga-
nization, Alinejad believes it’s
the Iranian Revolutionary Guard
Corps who is orchestrating the
attack.
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The leader of an advocacy
group for Sephardic and Miz-
rahi Jews is worried that a ma-
jor change to how the United
States gathers and analyzes ra-
cial and ethnic data would like-
ly do little to address the con-
cerns of Jewish communities
that don’t fit neatly into most
categories.

The White House’s Office
of Management and Budget re-
leased a document Jan. 27 out-
lining proposed changes to the
government’s statistical stan-
dards on race and ethnicity. The
changes would affect how data is
collected in the census and oth-
er surveys across governmental
agencies. Currently, the govern-
ment includes six options: white,
Black, Native American or Alas-
kan, Asian and Native Hawaiian
or other Pacific Islander, as well

s "other." Under the proposed
change, a new category would be
created: Middle Eastern/North
African (MENA).

The category would include
"all individuals who identify
with one or more nationalities or

ethnic groups with origins in the
Middle East and North Africa,"
including Israel.

But that categorization still
doesn’t meet the needs of all
Jews, said Manashe Khaimov,
president and CEO of the Sep-
hardic American Mizrahi Initia-

tive.
Khaimov, who is also an
adjunct professor of Jewish

studies at Queens College, part
of the City University of New
York, noted that even Ashkenazi
Jews, who by and large identify
as white on government forms,

"were never identified by race"
prior to coming to the United
States, but were able to "pass" as
white once they arrived.

The census issue is further
complicated, Khaimov said, by
the fact that "Judaism is not a
race. And it’s not a religion. It’s
an ethnicity."

The census does not include
questions about religious affil-
iation but a 2021 Pew Research
Center poll found that 92% of
American Jews self-identified
as white. 1% identified as Black
non-Hispanic, 4% identified as

HlSpal’llC and the rest identified

"other."

Khaimov, who was not fa-
miliar with the proposed changes
prior to being contacted by the
Forward, said in previous cen-
suses, he has not marked himself
as being either Black or white.
Instead, he wrote in Bukharian,
an ethnic subgroup primarily
composed of Persian Jews that
also includes Jews from Afghan-
istan and Iran. For the 2020 cen-
sus, his organization undertook
a campaign to have people in
the Queens community, which
numbers roughly 70,000, write in
their ethnicity as Bukharian.

"We felt that we’d be able
to (have) a bigger and stronger
voice and also to show the actual
need that we have in a communi-
ty," he said.

Census data is used in cal-
culations for distributing gov-
ernmental resources. Khaimov
said the Bukhari community had
struggles that include drug over-
use and families living under the
poverty line that might not have
been recognized statistically if
they identified as white.

"Because of the neighbor-
hood they live in, and because
they’re putting themselves into a

specific category, now we don’t
see the number of them," he said.
He added that if resources could
be allocated to Black and Latino
communities, there is a concern
that communities that are "in be-
tween" risk being overlooked.

Even the new MENA cat-
egory, he said, "is not specific
enough."

"I’'m from Central Asia, and
I’'m not from North Africa, nor
from the Middle East. So where
do I put myself?"

The proposed changes were
compiled over the past year by
a working group composed of
staffers from more than 20 fed-
eral agencies. In a White House
blog post released last week, U.S.
chief statistician Karin Orvis not-
ed that the recommendations are
not final and "do not represent the
positions of OMB or the agen-
cies participating on the Working
Group."

She encouraged people with
concerns to provide feedback by
April 12 via scheduled town halls
or by contacting the working
group to set up an appointment.

A spokesperson for the White
House’s Office of Management
and Budget declined to comment.

House Republicans are set
to move ahead with their plan
to remove Democratic Rep. Il-
han Omar from the House For-
eign Affairs Committee even
as House Speaker Kevin Mc-
Carthy is struggling to cobble
together a majority for a floor
vote on the matter.

On Tuesday, Rep. Max Mill-
er, a freshman Jewish Repub-
lican from Ohio, introduced a
resolution to kick Omar off the
prestigious panel, citing her past
comments against the American
Israel Public Affairs Committee
that were perceived as antise-
mitic and her repeated criticism
of Israel. The resolution in-
cludes several Omar statements
against Israel in 2021.

"Congresswoman Omar has

attempted to undermine the re-
lationship between the United
States and Israel, one of the most
important strategic alliances we

have," said Miller, the scion of a
well-known Jewish family from
Cleveland and a former aide in
the Trump administration. "She
has disqualified herself from
serving on the Foreign Affairs
Committee."

Omar defended herself in an
interview on Sunday, clarify-
ing some of her past comments

(Rhoto CreditilforitShail)}

about Israel, and saying she was
not aware at the time "that there
are tropes about Jews and mon-
ey."

McCarthy’s bid to oust
Omar has been met with resis-
tance by House Democrats as
well as some possible Repub-
lican defections. McCarthy has
already blocked Democratic
Reps. Adam Schiff and Eric
Swalwell from California from
being assigned to the House In-
telligence Committee. But the

speaker does not have the power
to remove a member of a stand-
ing committee on his own.

At least two Republicans
— Reps. Ken Buck from Col-
orado and Nancy Mace from
South Carolina — are opposed
to the move, and Rep. Greg
Steube from Florida is absent,
recovering from a serious fall.
Other Republicans have also in-
dicated that their support is not
guaranteed. Tim Burchett from
Tennessee, David Valadao from
California, David Joyce from
Ohio, George Santos from New
York and Matt Gaetz from Flor-
ida are all undecided.

Rep. Victoria Spartz, a Re-
publican from Indiana who
initially expressed her opposi-
tion to removing Omar, said on
Tuesday she will support the
resolution if it includes a "due
process" provision that would
allow Omar to appeal the deci-
sion to the House Ethics Com-
mittee.

In an effort to rally support,
McCarthy has framed Omar’s
removal in the context of her
criticism of Israel and has ac-

cepted a move by Santos to
recuse himself from his low-
er-level committee assignments
to avoid distraction.

"Ilhan Omar’s openly an-
tisemitic statements and stance
directly imperil our alliance
with our #1 ally in the Middle
East: Israel," McCarthy wrote in
a series of fundraising emails on
Tuesday.

House Majority Leader
Steve Scalise told reporters
Tuesday morning that Omar can
only blame herself for the situ-
ation since she voted to remove
Republican Reps. Marjorie Tay-
lor Greene of Georgia and Paul
Gosar of Arizona from their
committees in 2021. He added
that in comparison to the move
by House Democrats at the time,
Republicans are not opposed to
Omar serving on other commit-
tees.

"We have all seen the quotes
and things that she said over and
over and over again as a mem-
ber of Congress," Scalise said.
"That would create major prob-
lems if she were on the foreign
affairs committee."
