In a landmark moment for
the Bukharian Jewish com-
munity, educator and commu-
nity leader Manashe Khaimov
has become the first Bukhari-
an recipient of the Pomegran-
ate Prize, a prestigious hon-
or awarded by The Covenant
Foundation.

The prize, launched in 2011,
recognizes emerging Jewish edu-
cators who are making an extraor-
dinary impact in their fields. Each
recipient is awarded funding and
welcomed into a national network
of peers and mentors, ensuring
their innovations in Jewish educa-
tion can flourish and reach wid-
er audiences. This year marked a
milestone: The Covenant Founda-
tion doubled the number of annu-
al awards, granting the Pomegran-
ate Prize to ten honorees during a
ceremony at the Museum of Jewish

Heritage in New York on Tuesday.

“The ten remarkable profes-
sionals selected for this year’s
Prize represent ten distinctly
unique settings in which high qual-
ity and exciting Jewish education
and engagement is happening,”
said Deborah S. Meyer, Chair of
the Board of The Covenant Foun-
dation. “Itis thrilling to see how the
field continues to grow and evolve
with such bright promise.”

ATRAILBLAZER FOR
BUKHARIAN JEWRY

For Bukharian Jews, the rec-
ognition of Manashe Khaimov is a
milestone decades in the making.
Born in Samarkand, Uzbekistan,
and raised in the traditions of Bukh-
arian, Sephardic, Mizrahi, and Rus-

sian-speaking Jewry, Khaimov has
dedicated his career to preserving
and sharing the heritage of a com-
munity that has often been over-
looked in mainstream Jewish ed-
ucation.

He is the founder, CEO, and
lead educator of SAMi: Sephardic
American Mizrachi Initiative, an or-
ganization that brings Sephardic
and Mizrahi voices into the broad-
er Jewish narrative. He also serves
as a Queens College Adjunct Pro-
fessor and lecturer specializing in

the Bukharian Jewish Union, a net-
work for young professionals.
Khaimov’s leadership roles
have spanned national organiza-
tions such as Hillel Internation-
al, JIMENA, and UJA-Federation
of NY. His accolades include the
Queens Impact Award, The Jew-
ish Week’s “36 Under 36,” recog-
nition as Bukharian Jewish Con-
gress’s Person of the Year in both
2020 and 2021, the Nahum Gold-
mann Fellowship, and the Wex-

ner Field Fellowship. He holds an
MSW from the Silberman School
of Social Work at Hunter College
and a BAin Marketing and Corpo-
rate Communication from Baruch
College. He lives in Hollywood, FL.

“I am humbled and honored to
receive the Pomegranate Prize, a
historic moment as the first Bukh-
arian Jew to be recognized in this
way,” Khaimov tells the Bukharian
Times. “For me, this award is a trib-
ute to the resilience of my commu-
nity, from the streets of Samarkand
to the campuses across America
where Sephardic and Mizrahi stu-
dents are building their Jewish fu-
ture. Through SAMi and our heri-
tage trips to Uzbekistan, | see how

His colleagues in Jewish ed-
ucation echoed this sentiment.
“Manashe Khaimov is reshaping
Jewish education by amplifying
Sephardic and Mizrahi voices and
bridging generational and cultur-
al gaps. His creativity, vision, and
deep commitment make him a true
leader in the field,” shared Igal Kot-
ler, Director of Jewish Education at
COJECO and last year’s Pome-
granate Prize recipient.

SAMi Board of Director Ro-
zeeta Mavashev gushed, “I have
had the privilege of witnessing
Manashe transform ideas into
movements that have grown into
what SAMi is today. His heart, cre-
ativity and relentless dedication to
community make him the embodi-
ment of what the Covenant Pome-
granate Prize celebrates.” Continu-
ing, she added, “Manashe is not
only an educator, he is a change-
maker and trailblazer, shaping the
future leadership of Sephardi and
Mizrahi communities, especially the
emerging Bukharian leaders of to-

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“ROOFTOP NIGHT
UNDER THE STARS"

On a beautiful September eve-
ning, the swanky rooftop of the
Leviev office in Manhattan trans-
formed into something extraor-
dinary: a high-end matchmaking
event that brought together 160
Bukharian Jewish singles, 13 vol-
unteer matchmakers, and a com-
munity's deep commitment to pre-
serving tradition in modern times.

This was the second event or-
ganized by the Bukharian Jew-
ish Congress of North America,
this time targeting singles aged 25
and up. The success was immedi-
ate and overwhelming—there was
even a waitlist to attend.

"It felt like a whole wedding pro-
duction," said Greg Sofiev, co-or-
ganizer alongside his wife Chagit
Leviev Sofiev, the new President
of the Bukharian Jewish Congress
of the USAand Canada. The Sep-
tember 3rd event ran from 7 PM to
11:30 PM, complete with city lights
twinkling in the background, fresh
pizza baked on the spot, and an
atmosphere that was both elegant
and welcoming.

SYNAGOGUE SCENE

What set this event apart
wasn't just its upscale venue, but
its departure from traditional com-
munity gatherings. "Everyone is
so tired of shul-based events," ex-
plained Adina Fatakov, one of the
veteran matchmakers present.
"This was high class, and high end.
Everyone felt on top of the world."

The evening featured remarks
from Rabbi Vaknin, music by DJ
Alex, and words from the orga-
nizing couple. But the real magic
happened in the connections be-
ing made—both romantic and pro-
fessional.

"Most important thing is for
the matchmakers to meet them in
person," Chagit explained. "Peo-
ple usually just send a resume
and photo, but it's more difficult
that way. In person, you can see
so much more."

"We all have 9-to-5 jobs.
This comes out of our own time,
away from our families," said Ri-
ki Hafizov, a matchmaker who has
been in the field for 20 years and
founded the Shibukhen chat group
that connects the matchmak-
ers. "We're chesed-based [char-
ity-based]. We wish we could do
this full time."

Adina Fatakov, another expe-
rienced matchmaker, described
their philosophy: "A shadchan
[matchmaker] is a mother—some-
times a father—who cares and just
wants to help. When you know
something that could be benefi-
cial to someone, why not share it?"

The matchmakers operate
as a tight-knit family, available to
each other and their clients around
the clock. "We can call each oth-
er at one in the morning," Adina
said. "It's like a real tight family. If
anyone needs everything, it's all
chesed-based, from the bottom of
our hearts."

Their approach is deeply ma-
ternal. "Every kid is our kid," ex-
plained one matchmaker, describ-
ing how they view each single
person they work with as family.

REAL RESULTS

The numbers speak for them-
selves. Since the September
event, several people have started
dating, adding to the couples from
the first event who are now dating
seriously. The matchmakers work
with clients intensively—"once un-
der our wing, we take one or two
and stay with them until the end,"
Adina explained.

Their success spans genera-
tions. The oldest shidduch (match)
they've facilitated was between two
65-year-olds. They maintain an ex-
tensive database of over 10,000
resumes and operate with the phi-
losophy that "every pot has a cov-
er"

MEETING COMPLEX NEEDS

This wasn't your typical
young singles event. The 25-45
age range meant dealing with
more complex situations—di-
vorced individuals, some with
children, and people who had
specific requirements and life
experiences that needed careful
consideration.

"It was a bit more challenging
with the older divorced singles,
divorced with kids," acknowl-
edged Riki. "But it was good be-
cause everyone had a chance to
meet and speak."

The event drew not just Bukh-
arian Jews but also members of
the broader Eurasian Jewish
community, including Mountain
Jews. This inclusivity reflected

the reality of a diaspora com-
munity maintaining connections
across traditional boundaries.

THE PERSONAL TOUCH

What distinguishes these
matchmakers from dating apps
or professional services is their
deeply personal approach. They
provide extensive coaching and
guidance throughout the dating
process, handling everything from
initial introductions to pre-engage-
ment concerns.

"They need you like white on
rice," Adina said with a laugh. "Alot
of coaching, navigating, A-Z. We
don'tjust send [phone] numbers."

this is really the continuation of our
Bukharian heritage and Jewish
families. This is something that's
important," she said.

Historically, the Bukharian Jew-
ish community has a rich tradition
of arranged marriages and com-
munity-facilitated matches. These
modern events represent an evo-
lution of that tradition—maintain-
ing the community involvement
and matchmaker guidance while
allowing for contemporary social
interaction.

LOOKING FORWARD

The success has created de-
mand for more. "Everyone is ask-
ing when the third one is coming,"
Chagit noted. The organizers are
planning additional events, includ-
ing separate "meet the matchmak-
er" sessions for men and women.

Despite the significant effort re-
quired—moving furniture, manag-
ing ticketing and badges, negoti-
ating with vendors, and extensive
promotion—the results justify the
work. The first event sold out three
weeks before the date, and while
the second event targeting an old-
er demographic was more chal-
lenging to promote, attendees left
highly satisfied.

"We are so proud and happy
we have her in our lives," Adina
said of Chagit. "She's so humble
and down to earth. She's part of us
now. She values all this and sees
the love we have for them."

As the Manhattan skyline glit-
tered beyond the rooftop venue
that September evening, some-
thing timeless was happening—a
community coming together to help

The matchmakers maintain
strict confidentiality and work
closely with rabbis and rebbetz-
ins (rabbis' wives) when complex
halachic (Jewish law) or personal
issues arise. They've created an
"SOS chat" with four key match-
makers—including Chagit Kaikov
and Leah Maximov—who serve as
a 911 system for urgent situations.

PRESERVING HERITAGE

For Chagit Leviev Sofiev, or-
ganizing these events represents
something deeper than social pro-
gramming. "Singles need help, and

its members find love, preserving
ancient traditions in thoroughly
modern ways.

In a world of dating apps and
digital connections, these match-
makers prove that sometimes the
old ways, enhanced with contem-
porary flair, work best of all.

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AMEHIBA IN GRISIS

House Speaker Mike John-
son called Charlie Kirk a “hap-
py warrior” and “a man of
deep faith and conviction” at
a prayer vigil that drew hun-
dreds to the Kennedy Center in
Washington, D. C., on Sunday
night — including dozens of
members of Congress. He told
the crowd that Kirk’s “move-
ment was a ministry,” rooted
in the belief that “our rights do
not derive from the state or a
king. They come from the King
of Kings.”

Johnson insisted Kirk’s work
was not political but spiritual: “He
was trying to save souls,” he said,
describing the young conservative
who was killed Wednesday as
someone who reached out even
to opponents because they were
“lost, spiritually.” He closed with
a prayer, commending Kirk as
God'’s “good and faithful servant.”

Authorities have not identi-
fied a motive in the killing. The al-
leged gunman, 22-year-old Tyler
Robinson, has not been connect-
ed to any political group and is not
cooperating with authorities, said
Utah Gov. Spencer Cox. But that
uncertainty hasn’t stopped reli-
gious and political leaders from

casting Kirk’s death in theologi-
cal terms.

The vigil, which drew Repub-
licans, Trump administration of-
ficials and Kirk’s loyal followers,
crystallized the narrative that has
come to dominate the conserva-
tive universe in the days since his
assassination: that he was more
than a political activist — he was
a martyr in an existential struggle
between good and evil.

For Jews, this matters not be-
cause all Christians see Kirk the
same way, but precisely because
they don’t. His death has exposed
a clash of theologies: Some evan-
gelical leaders are casting him as
a Christ-like martyr, while other
pastors warn against sanctifying
his politics. That debate, unfold-
ing at the high levels of Ameri-

can power, raises questions for
Jews about how comfortably lan-
guage of religious martyrdom is
being fused into the nation’s pol-
itics — and what that means for
pluralism, dissent and the sepa-
ration of church and state.

And Kirk’s canonization is
complicated for Jews, too, be-
cause he was a champion of Isra-
el and yet trafficked in antisemitic
tropes. That tension also explains
why Jewish leaders are watching
closely as many of his supporters
elevate him into martyrdom.

A MARTYRDOM NARRATIVE

Kirk himself seemed to antici-
pate this storyline. On a podcast in
June, when asked how he wanted
to be remembered, he said with-
out hesitation: “| want to be re-
membered for courage, for my
faith. That would be the most im-
portant thing.”

After his death, his widow Er-
ika leaned into that framing in a
video posted on Friday. “Two days
ago, my husband Charlie went to
see the face of his savior and his
God,” she said. “Now and for all
eternity, he will stand at his sav-
ior’s side wearing the glorious
crown of a martyr.”

Pastor Greg Laurie, a Califor-
nia evangelical who often shared
stages with Kirk, told Fox News

that Kirk’s faith was paramount:
“The moment that Charlie took
his last breath on earth, he took
his next breath in heaven.”

The martyrdom language
reached the Trump family, too: Er-
ic Trump called the killing “a hit on
Christianity; it's a hit on religion.”

At the prayer vigil, Tulsi Gab-
bard, Trump’s director of nation-
al intelligence, compared Kirk to
Martin Luther King Jr. She called
protesters outside the Kennedy
Center “empty” because of “their
rejection of God, their desire to be
God,” concluding that “they have
made God their enemy.”

Robert F. Kennedy Jr., the
health secretary, echoed the cru-
cifixion of Jesus when he told
the crowd, “Charlie gave his life
so that the rest of us didn’t have
to suffer those fates worse than
death.”

MODERN-DAY CHRISTIANS
‘UNDER ATTACK'

The rhetoric taps into a familiar
theme: modern-day Christian per-
secution. Despite being part of the
nation’s largest faith group, many
evangelicals frame themselves as
under siege, their values under at-
tack by secular culture and hos-
tile elites. That posture reflects a
deeper theological current: In the
Gospels, the faithful are meant to
be meek, humble and persecut-
ed — Jesus came to aid the op-
pressed, not the powerful.

For American Christians in the
majority, this posture creates a
paradox. If they are not suffering,
are they truly faithful? The solution
has often been to interpret cultural
slights, political debates, orin this
case, Kirk’s death, as proof that
Christians are besieged. Leaders
like Johnson cast Kirk’s killing as
a contemporary echo of the cru-
cifixion itself, Jesus’ death as the
archetype of righteous suffering.

That sense of embattlement
has fueled fights over school cur-
ricula, abortion, and LGBTQ+
rights — themes Kirk himself of-

ten invoked when railing against
progressives.

But some Christian theolo-
gians argue that canonizing Kirk
as a martyrin a holy war strips the
Gospel of its nuance. “Kirk him-
self — a Christian activist who
opposed war in favor of a Gos-
pel-centered peace — would
have hated this kind of reaction,”
Charles Camosy, a professor of
moral theology at the Catholic
University of America, wrote in
an essay.

“I have no doubt that if Charlie
had survived he would have want-
ed to meet with the person who
tried to take his life, as St. John
Paul Il did, and offer him forgive-
ness,” Camosy continued. “He
would have been curious about
the person’s story and would
have tried to use persuasion and
the power of a genuine encoun-
ter to change his mind and heart.”

UP FOR DEBATE

Bill Borror, a 65-year-old pas-
tor and podcaster in Vermont, was
also uncomfortable with the way
Kirk’s death was being portrayed.
Watching the wall-to-wall tributes,
he heard something different. “He
was a martyr for a cause,” Borror
said. “l would not call him a Chris-
tian martyr.”

Borror’s critique carries weight
precisely because it comes from
outside the evangelical bub-
ble. He leads a mainline Protes-
tant congregation, is a gun owner
himself and is married to a Jew-
ish woman. The couple are also
members of their local synagogue
— a vantage point that makes him
sensitive to both Christian and
Jewish debates over martyrdom.

On Sunday morning, Borror’s
church was unexpectedly full as
he prayed for victims of violence
— not just Kirk’s family but “the
families of the kids shot at a Colo-
rado elementary school last week,
the families in Ukraine, the Mid-
dle East and Sudan.” He believes
his fellow pastors should be the

ones lowering the temperature
when it comes to the country’s di-
visiveness. “| pray that we can be
vessels of mercy in a really grace-
less age.”

In his view, the rush to beatify
Kirk says more about America’s
polarization than about Christian-
ity. “He was a 31-year-old guy who
still hopefully was going to evolve
in his thinking,” Borror said in an
interview.

To illustrate how views can
shift over time, Borror pointed to
his synagogue. After Hamas’ Oct.
7 attack, one congregant demand-
ed harsh action against Palestin-
ians. Nearly two years later, that
same person has become critical
of the Netanyahu government’s
conduct of the war and grieves
the loss of innocent life in Gaza.

For Borror, the example was a
reminder that people’s perspec-
tives are rarely fixed — and that
Kirk’s, too, might have evolved
had he lived. That possibility, he
suggested, complicates the rush
to define Kirk forever as either a
saint or a sinner.

THE JEWISH LENS

For Jews, the canonization of
Kirk carries particular resonance.
In Israel, tributes have been swift:
a street named for him in the city
of Netanya, a mural painted in
Ashdod, even a missile inscribed
“In memory of Charlie Kirk.” Prime
Minister Benjamin Netanyahu
called him “a lion-hearted friend
of Israel.” (Concurrently, some
online conspiracy theorists were
blaming Israel for Kirk’s death.)

Yet Kirk’s own record was
complicated. He cast himself as a
defender of Jews and of Israel, but
also trafficked in antisemitic rheto-
ric about Jewish bankers and the
Great Replacement Theory. Many
liberal Christians, and many Jews,
recoiled at those comments.

The aftermath of Kirk’s death
may reveal less about him than
about the country that is now at
odds over his legacy. For some,
he is proof of a righteous war be-
tween Christianity and its ene-
mies; for others, a reminder of
how theology can be used to
sanctify the powerful.

And for Jews, the stakes are
especially high. The more Amer-
ican leaders normalize Chris-
tian martyrdom in public life, crit-
ics worry, the narrower the space
can become for dissent — wheth-
er from liberal Jews who criticized
Kirk, or from anyone who resists a
politics cast in biblical terms. In a
nation founded on the ideals of the
separation of church and state,
Kirk’s canonization may be seen
by some as a warning that mar-
tyrdom is rarely simple — and al-
most always a reflection of the val-
ues of the day.

Could Donald Trump become
the first US president to visit
Central Asia?

Uzbek President Shavkat Mir-
ziyoyev has been pushing for
it, and, on September 7, Trump
seemed to praise Kazakh Presi-
dent Kassym-Jomart Tokayev and
briefly float the idea of a visit.

As Trump left the White House
to attend the US Open tennis tour-
nament, a Kazakh reporter asked if
he would visit Kazakhstan. Trump
responded, “| may. | had a great
conversation with him. Say ‘hello’
to him. He’s a good man.”

Whether the off-the-cuff re-
mark actually points to a possi-
ble Central Asia trip remains to be
seen, especially since there’s been
no official announcement of a re-
cent telephone call between Toka-
yev and Trump by either side.

Notably, Trump did not actu-
ally say Tokayev’'s name or Ka-
zakhstan in his response, but he
did have a phone call with Mirziy-
oyev on September 5, raising the
possibility Trump mixed up the two
leaders, or did not hear the shout-
ed question clearly over the noise
of Marine One, which was prepar-
ing for takeoff a few yards away.

During the September 5 call,
Mirziyoyev extended an invitation
for Trump to visit Uzbekistan “at a
convenient time,” according to a
read-out released by the Uzbek
president’s office.

Eurasianet that no decision on a
Central Asia visit has been final-
ized as of September 9. The Ka-
zakh president’s office did not
immediately return request for
comment.

Uzbekistan has proven to be
the Central Asian state most in-
tent on courting the White House
in Trump’s second term, and Mir-
ziyoyev'’s recent pitch echoes oth-
er official invitations Uzbek officials
have made since Trump’s return
to office.

In April, an Uzbek delegation
to Washington led by Foreign Min-
ister Bakhtiyor Saidov passed the
White House an official invitation,
which US Ambassador to Uzbeki-
stan Jonathan Henick told Uzbek
reporters was well received, the
Uzbek outlet Kun reported.

Uzbekistan has facilitated mul-
tiple deportation flights of Central
Asian migrants from the United
States, most recently on Septem-
ber 7, and has been keen to pro-
mote its significant deposits of crit-
ical minerals, both major Trump
priorities. The visiting Uzbek dele-
gation inked several mineral deals
with US companies in April, and
Trump and Mirziyoyev discussed
critical minerals in addition to oth-
er business links over the phone
on September 5.

Mirziyoyev made an official
visit to the White House in 2018
during Trump’s first term, when
Trump praised his Uzbek counter-
part as a “highly respected man.”

Trump’s comments have gen-
erated lots of buzz in Kazakhstan,
with some media outlets there in-

terpreting much more from the
president’'s remarks than what he
actually said, which seemed to get
beefier in some translations.

Like Uzbekistan, Kazakhstan
is eager to develop stronger eco-
nomic connections with the Unit-
ed States. Trump’s decision to slap
a 25 percent tariff on Kazakh ex-
ports, well above the 10 percent
duties that he’s applied to the rest
of Central Asia, initially took Asta-
na by surprise. But the bulk of cur-
rent trade turnover involves goods
and commaodities, including oil, that
are exempted from tariffs. Still, Ka-
zakh officials chafe at the fact that
Jackson-Vanik trade restrictions on
the Central Asian state have not
been permanently lifted by the US
Congress.

Tokayev said his country was

ready to discuss tariffs and other
outstanding issues in a July letter.
Nothing has come of it yet, and
the two men have not had a pub-
licly confirmed conversation since
Tokayev spoke with the presi-
dent-elect in December 2024.

Central Asia is the only region
of the world never visited by a US
president.

Vice presidents Al Gore and
Dick Cheney are the highest-rank-
ing US officials to visit Central
Asia. Cheney visited Astana in
May 2006, and Gore visited Bish-
kek and Almaty in December 1993.

However, since the Soviet
Union’s collapse in 1991, every
US secretary of state, apart from
Rex Tillerson, has visited the re-
gion at least once during their ten-
ure; Antony Blinken was the latest
to visit the region in winter 2023,
making stops in Kazakhstan and
Uzbekistan.

If Trump does visit, he'd be fol-
lowing in the footsteps of a growing
number of western leaders mak-
ing their way to Central Asia, eye-
ing the region’s natural resources
and strategic position between Eu-
rope, the Middle East, Russia and
China.

French President Emmanu-
el Macron visited Uzbekistan and
Kazakhstan in 2023 with uranium
high on the agenda, and German
Chancellor Olaf Scholz did the
same in September 2024 looking
for natural gas supplies. Europe-
an Commission President Ursu-
la von der Leyen and ltalian Pre-
mier Giorgia Meloni both followed
the same itinerary this year, with
the aim of sealing deals for critical
minerals and building out the Mid-
dle Corridor high on their respec-
tive agendas.

Prime Minister Benjamin Ne-
tanyahu admitted Monday that
Israel is facing growing isola-
tion on the world stage and will
need to become a more self-re-
liant “super-Sparta” in the years
ahead.

Speaking at a Finance Minis-
try conference in Jerusalem, Ne-
tanyahu said Israel must prepare
for an economy with “autarkic char-
acteristics” — a closed, self-suffi-
cient system. “l am a believer in
the free market, but we may find
ourselves in a situation where our
arms industries are blocked. We
will need to develop not only re-
search and development but al-
so the ability to produce what we
need,” he said.

The premier blamed the shift
on two forces: demographic
changes in Europe due to Mus-
lim immigration, and the influence
of anti-Israel actors on digital plat-
forms. “This is creating limitations
and all sorts of sanctions on Isra-
el —it's happening. Clear as day,”
he said. He also warned of loom-
ing arms embargoes and possible
economic sanctions.

Netanyahu said Israel’s ene-
mies, including NGOs and states

such as Qatar and China, are in-
vesting heavily in shaping West-
ern opinion with anti-Israel pro-
paganda, citing TikTok as a prime
example. “This puts us in a sort of
isolation,” he said, urging major
investment in counter-narratives
while stressing Israel must rapid-
ly build its own military production
capacity.

The comments came after the
prime minister praised Israeli oper-
ations against Iran and its regional
proxies, which he said eliminated
an existential nuclear and ballis-
tic missile threat. But he acknowl-
edged that long-simmering diplo-
matic challenges have surfaced
more sharply since the Gaza war
sparked by Hamas’s October 7,
2023 massacre in southern Israel.

BACKLASH FROM
OPPOSITION AND
INDUSTRY

Netanyahu’s remarks drew
swift criticism at home. Opposi-

tion Leader Yair Lapid said: “Iso-
lation is not fate. It's the product of
failed policy by Netanyahu and his
government, who have turned Isra-
el into a third-world country.”

Former war cabinet minister
Gadi Eisenkot blasted the govern-
ment’s “paralysis” in managing the
war in Gaza for over a year. Yair
Golan, head of the Democrats par-
ty, accused Netanyahu of sacrific-
ing Israel’'s economy and global
ties “to protect my seat.”

Business leaders also sound-
ed alarms. Manufacturers’ Associ-
ation President Ron Tomer warned
that “an autarkic market will be a di-
saster for Israel’'s economy and will
influence every citizen’s quality of
life.” The High-Tech for Israel Fo-
rum asked whether the prime min-
ister’s vision was to reduce Israel
to “an orange seller.”

Markets reacted immediate-
ly: the Tel Aviv stock exchange
dropped by as much as two per-
cent after Netanyahu’s speech,
though it recovered part of the

losses later in the day.

China and Qatar singled out

Later in the day, addressing a
large delegation of US state legis-
lators at the Foreign Ministry, Net-
anyahu said China and Qatar were
working to “besiege” Israel through
social media manipulation, echo-
ing Iran’s failed military encircle-
ment. “We will have to counter it
with our own methods,” he said.

In an interview with i24 News,
he emphasized that Israel still en-
joys US backing but faces prob-
lems concentrated in Western Eu-
rope.

DAMAGE CONTROL

Following the market jitters,
Netanyahu sought to reassure
investors. “To all the doom-and-
gloom forecasters in economics, in
the end the Israeli stock market is
the strongest in the world,” he said
in a statement. He cited a strength-
ening shekel, shrinking deficit, and
record levels of foreign investment

His office also released da-
ta showing Israel ranks second
globally, after the US, in research
and development investment. Ne-
tanyahu vowed to boost domestic
weapons production to reduce de-
pendence on what he called “weak
Western European leaders who
give in to the extreme Muslim mi-
norities in their countries.”

Rosh Hashanah is the Day of Judg-
ment, the day of crowning Hashem as
King, a day filled with both awe and
joy. Our sages teach us that every de-
tail of this holy day is full of depth and
meaning. Let us explore five central
themes of Rosh Hashanah — the Shofar,
Prayer, the Symbolic Foods, the Recita-
tion of Tehillim, and Tashlich — through
the lenses of peshat (simple meaning),
remez (hint), drash (interpretation), and
sod (mystical secret), while weaving in
stories and inspiring insights.

SHOFAR

First, the Shofar. On the level of pe-
shat, the Torah commands, “It shall be a
day of sounding the shofar.” The shofar is
a simple, unadorned sound — reminding
us to return to our essence, our soul, with-
out masks or distractions. Rambam writes
that the shofar calls out: “Awake, sleepers,
from your slumber, and return in teshuva.”

On the level of remez, the shofar hints
at the Binding of Isaac, for the ram was of-
fered in his place. Itis an eternal symbol of
our loyalty to Hashem.

In drash, the sages say that the shofar
confuses the Satan, for he sees our devo-
tion and is silenced.

In sod, the mystical dimension, the
breath that passes through the shofar is
like the inner breath of the soul, rising up
to the Heavenly Throne and arousing great
mercy. It is told that when Rabbi Yisrael
Salanter would hear the shofar in Elul, he
would sometimes faint from awe, for he felt
the very cry of the soul within its sound.

PRAYER

Second, prayer. On the level of peshat,
Rosh Hashanah is a time of prayer — espe-
cially the blessings of Kingship, Remem-
brance, and Shofarot. We declare: “Reign
over the entire world in Your glory,” for it is
the day of Hashem’s coronation.

As remez, every prayer of Rosh Ha-
shanah is an “Avinu Malkeinu” — blending
love with awe.

In drash, the prayers are filled with
moving liturgy, especially “Unetaneh
Tokef,” describing the opening of the Book
of Life and the trembling of judgment.

And in sod, these prayers arouse the
higher worlds, raising up the sparks of Mal-
chut and Zichronot. A story is told of a sim-

ple Jew in a small Ukrainian village who
could not read the prayers. On Rosh Ha-
shanah he stood in shul and simply said:
“Father in Heaven, | do not know how to
pray, but | love You.” The tzaddik of the
town later revealed that it was this sincere
prayer that opened the gates of Heaven
for the entire congregation.

APPLES & HONEY

Third, the symbolic foods (simanim).
On the level of peshat, we eat apple with
honey, pomegranate, dates, and more, as
signs for a good and sweet year.

On the level of remez, each fruit carries
a message: the pomegranate full of seeds
hints at many mitzvot; the date symbolizes
the righteous who flourish like a palm tree.

In drash, the foods strengthen our faith
that just as we taste sweetness, so Hash-
em will sweeten the year for us. And in
sod, the Arizal taught that each food of
Rosh Hashanah channels spiritual abun-
dance and opens gates of blessing. A sto-
ry is told of a Jew in Tzfat who ate a pome-
granate with a broken heart, praying: “Just
as this fruit is full of seeds, so may my life
be filled with mitzvot.” That year he was
uplifted and became a teacher of Torah
to many.

TEHILLIM

Fourth, the recitation of Tehillim. On the
level of peshat, Tehillim are the heartfelt
prayers of King David, filled with praise,
thanks, and pleas.

On Rosh Hashanah, we increase in Te-
hillim because their simple sincerity rais-
€s our prayers.

As remez, Tehillim is an acronym in

Hebrew: “Tefillah Yekara Le Kol Yisrael
Tamid” — a precious prayer for all Israel
always.

In drash, each psalm speaks to a dif-
ferent life situation — joy, sorrow, or hope
—and King David embedded the voices of
all Jewish souls within them.

On the mystical level, sod, the Arizal
revealed that every word of Tehillim repairs
the soul and elevates it to higher worlds.
Itis told of the Baal Shem Tov that when
a severe judgment hung over Israel, even
the prayers of the angels could not over-
turn it, until a young child recited Tehillim in
innocence, not understanding the words,
but speaking from the heart. That prayer
ascended directly before Hashem and
brought salvation to the people.

TASHLICH

Fifth, Tashlich. On the level of peshat,
we go to ariver or sea and symbolically cast
away our sins, expressing our desire to be
cleansed and renewed.

On the level of remez, water is always
flowing, reminding us to move forward and
not remain stuck in the past.

In drash, Tashlich reflects the verse “And
You will cast all their sins into the depths of
the sea.”

On the mystical level, sod, standing by
the water draws upon the root of chesed (lov-
ing-kindness), arousing mercy above. Rab-
bi Levi Yitzchak of Berdichev once stood by
the river on Rosh Hashanah and cried: “Mas-
ter of the World, You know Your people are
stubborn, yet here they stand, asking for-
giveness. Just as the waters never cease to
flow, so may Your mercy never cease from
Israel.”

Thus, we see that Rosh Hashanah is not
only a day of judgment, but also a day of
love, renewal, and divine abundance. The
Shofar awakens us, prayer connects us to
the King, the symbolic foods fill us with hope,
Tehillim open the gates of Heaven, and Tash-
lich symbolizes letting go of the past and be-
ginning anew. May we all merit a good and
sweet year, to be written and sealed in the
Book of Life, for blessing, health, and peace.
