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When Lilian Cordell walked
through the streets of old
Bukhara late September wear-
ing her grandfather’s joma and
yarmulke, carrying her father’s
kiddush cup, she began to sob.
“I had felt in my heart that it's
likely my grandparents and family
would do the same walk,” she re-
calls. “Walking through the streets
of old Bukhara, maybe meeting up
[with or] visiting family. | mean, who
else would have that experience?”
For Cordell, cooking two sold-
out dinners at the inaugural Bukha-
ra Biennial, Uzbekistan’s first inter-
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national art fair, which runs through
November 20, 2025, wasn’t just a
professional milestone—it was
a deeply personal homecoming.
The London-based chef and au-
thor of Miriam’s Table, a cookbook
celebrating Bukharian Jewish cui-
sine (I ordered a copy last year be-
cause of our paper’s Recipe Series)
had been invited to present recipes
from her book at the very source of
her family’s culinary traditions.

The journey began months ear-
lier when Diana Campbell, artistic
director of the Biennial, discovered
Cordell’'s cookbook. After sending a
copy to New York via Campbell's PA
in London, Cordell received an un-
expected invitation. “He said, ‘We’'d
love for you to be part of the Bien-
nial; you're the last chef we're ask-
ing, and we’d like you to cook for

the weekend,” Cordell remembers.
The Kosher Challenge

In Bukhara, Cordell faced the
daunting task of preparing tradi-
tional Friday night Shabbat dinner
for 50 guests, followed by anoth-
er meal on Saturday— the Friday
night was all to be 100% kosher in

a city with limited resources. The
challenge began with finding ko-
sher meat in Uzbekistan.

“I met the rabbi in Bukhara
on the Tuesday. He had a secret
stash of kosher meat in his freez-
er,” Cordell explains. But she was
still three kilos short, so kosher
meat was flown in from Tashkent
along with two chefs who would as-
sist throughout the Biennial. Then
came an unexpected problem: “We
couldn’t find one kosher chicken in
the whole of Uzbekistan.”

This meant adapting her rec-
ipe for bakhsh, the famous green
plov—rice infused with spinach,
cilantro, parsley, and traditionally
made with minced meat and chick-
en livers. “I had to lose the chicken
livers and made it with mushrooms,
which have the same texture,” she
says.

Even the traditional muslin bags
used to cook the bakhsh proved
difficult to source. “I couldn’t find
them anywhere. | went on Ama-
zon, they've got the plastic cooking
bags, but not the muslin bags. So
the rabbi found them for me, and
they were delivered to the kitchens
on the Friday morning.”

Cordell’'s determination to main-
tain kashrut extended to the equip-
ment itself. “| asked Diana, ‘Are
they very religious?’ Because I'm
using utensils that could’ve been
with non-kosher meats,” she ex-
plains. Cordell’s solution? Putting
the meat mincer “in a boiling pot of
water for three hours.” People came
and asked her, “What are you cook-
ing?” “They’d see this meat being

koshered up,” she said, “because |
felt if | was going do it, [| wanted to]
do it properly.”

She even had to ensure the
puff pastry was pareve. Taking
her Bukharian assistant to the ba-
zaar, she explained to the bakers:
“We can’'t have any milk or butter—
five ingredients: flour, yeast, salt,
pepper, water. And they made the
dough up for us while we were wait-
ing.”

The irony? After all that effort,
one of the Jewish guests told her
after dinner: “We don’t always eat

|

kosher meat.” Cordell laughs at
the memory. “But then in my heart
| thought, ‘You did the right thing.’ |
felt I did the right thing.”

A Shabbat to Remember

The Friday night menu was au-
thentically Bukharian: samsas with
minced meat, the adapted bakhsh
with its vibrant green rice, eggplant
boyjon (chargrilled and chopped
with fresh herbs from the market),
chopped salad, and bichuk (triangu-
lar pastries with pumpkin).

“And of course, to start off, we
had shots of vodka,” Cordell adds
with a laugh. “It was an authentic
Shabbat dinner, and that's what Mir-
iam’s Table is all about.”

Among the 50 guests was one
Jewish family of 36 people—friends
of the curator hosting a birthday
celebration. “They were from ev-
erywhere—South Africa, Belgium,
Paris—all their families reuniting in
Bukhara on a Friday night,” Cordell
recalls. “That was very special. So
they were included with the bruchot,
the prayers and everything. And the
rest of the group had heard about it
and wanted to be part of it.”

For Cordell, the authenticity
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was paramount. ‘I needed to make
sure every recipe, that any Bukha-
rian would taste it and recognize it
as being like home.”

The Saturday night menu fea-
tured osovoh, stuffed peppers, and
tehomi osovoh (brown eggs)—all
dishes from Miriam’s Table. The
cookbook, which Cordell creat-
ed as a tribute to her mother Mir-
iam, preserves traditional recipes
passed down through generations
and kept alive across the diaspora.

Her husband, though Ashke-
nazi, proved invaluable as her se-
nior crew member, helping calculate
quantities and organize logistics.
“Nobody weighs anything, it’s just,
you know, you see it and you sort
of estimate how much it is going to
be for 50 people,” Cordell explains.
“But he came along and he was
very organized.”

Immersed in Community

What made the experience tru-
ly special was the immersion in
Bukhara’s community. Shopping
at the bazaars with her assistant
Otabek, Cordell felt worlds away
from her usual routine.

“It's not like going to Waitrose,”
she laughs. “We’d make a shop-
ping list, translate it into Uzbek
on WhatsApp, and Otabek would
stride through the bazaar like the
Bukharian mafia, phone in hand,
shouting out quantities.”

She watched vendors scoop
whole peppercorns into grinding
machines, inhaling the scent of
freshly milled spice and warm earth.

“The women there had gold
teeth and scarves tied tight—my
age but looking a hundred years
older,” she recalls.

And she could speak with them
in Bukhori—the phrases she re-
membered from childhood. “I'm
talking about, “You're the son of a
donkey. You've got a big stomach,”
she says, laughing. “It’s like all the
things that | remember. | needed my
sister or my cousins to be with me

President Donald Trump senta
letter on Wednesday to Israeli Pres-
ident Isaac Herzog, urging him to
consider granting a pardon to Prime
Minister Benjamin Netanyahu in a
long-running corruption trial.

“As the Great State of Israel and
the amazing Jewish People move
past the terribly difficult times of the
last three years, | hereby call on you
to fully pardon Benjamin Netanya-
hu, who has been a formidable and
decisive War Time Prime Minister,
and is now leading Israel into a time
of peace,” Trump wrote.

Additionally, Trump said that Ne-

tanyahu has “stood tall for Israel in
the face of strong adversaries” and
“his attention cannot be unneces-
sarily diverted.”

“While | absolutely respect the
Independence of the Israeli Jus-
tice System, and its requirements, |
believe that this ‘case’ against Bibi,
who has fought alongside me for a
long time, including against the very
tough adversary of Israel, Iran, is a
political, unjustified prosecution,”
Trump wrote.

Trump previously called for
a pardon for Netanyahu during a
speech to Israel’s parliament last
month, during a brief visit to pro-
mote his ceasefire plan for the war
in Gaza. He received a standing
ovation from Netanyahu'’s allies in

parliament.

Netanyahu is standing trial for
charges of bribery, fraud and breach
of trust in three different cases that
have stretched out for more than
four years. He is the only sitting
prime minister in Israeli history to
stand trial.

Netanyahu rejects the allega-
tions and has condemned the case
as a “witch hunt” orchestrated by
the media, police, and judiciary. He
has taken the stand multiple times
over the past year. Still, the case has
been repeatedly delayed as he has
dealt with wars and unrest stem-
ming from Hamas-led militant at-
tacks of October 2023.

Israel’'s presidency is largely cer-
emonial, but the president has the

authority to grant pardons.

Herzog acknowledged receiving
Trump’s letter, but said that anyone
seeking a presidential pardon must
submit a formal request. Herzog
has declined to say how he would
respond to a request by Netanya-
hu, saying publicly only that he be-
lieves the trial has been a distrac-
tion and source of division for the

country and that he would prefer to
see Netanyahu and the prosecution
reach a settlement.

Interview with Rafael Nek-
talov, Editor-in-Chief of The
Bukharian Times, on the re-
sults of New York’s mayoral elec-
tion. Journalist Leonid Elizarov
speaks with him.

Leonid Elizarov: Rafael,
New York is in shock: its new
mayor is a 34-year-old Muslim
from Uganda, a socialist, and a
staunch supporter of Palestinian
independence. Is this the end of
the world?

Rafael Nektalov: Don’t exag-
gerate. Fortunately, America is a
country where even the apoca-
lypse follows the law. So everyone
packing their bags can relax. Mam-
dani isn’t a pharaoh, just a may-
or—appointed not by God, but by
the election commission. And re-
member, he hasn’t even been in-
augurated yet.

L.E.: But he’s an open oppo-
nent of Israel!

R.N.: We survived Obama,
didn’t we? It's no secret that
almost a quarter of Mamdani’s
Jewish electorate voted for him!
And not just the ultra-Orthodox
anti-Zionists like Neturei Karta, but
also secular, young voters—those
who fall for populist slogans: free
transportation, affordable housing,
price freezes. Young people still
don’t understand that the louder
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America has canned higger bulls

the campaign promises, the less
chance they'll be fulfilled.

L.E.: “Free transport, cheap
housing, blah blah blah.” But
doesn’t that mean some Jews
voted against Israel?

R.N.: That’s how it might look
from Israel. But Jews here voted
for personal comfort—that’s a
classic American story. People
don’t elect a “friend of Israel’; they
elect the person promising Wi-Fi in
the subway and free parking. New
York voted for itself. We must stop
thinking of New York as a branch
of Jerusalem. You know, dear
colleague, at the Israel Solidarity
Parade on Fifth Avenue, you'll find
all kinds of Jews standing next to
pro-Palestinians—and among
those marching for Israel there
are almost no Israelis and, sadly,
hardly any Bukharian Jews.

L.E.: That is upsetting. What

will happen to the parade—and
to the whole Jewish communi-
ty—now that the city’s leader
holds such views?

R.N.: Panic is a bad adviser.
Mamdani can’t “take over” New
York; the city doesn’t have the
budget. Without federal and

state subsidies, it can’t function.
In other words, without Trump
and Congress, Mamdani won’t
even be able to repaint a bus. Try
governing with leftist slogans when
every extra dollar the city needs
has to be approved by the Senate.
Mamdani’s first real fight won’t be
with Zionists, but with accountants.

L.E.: Still, it’s strange that
such an election was even pos-
sible...

R.N.: That’s the price of
democracy. Did you know thatin
New York you don’t have to show
a passport to vote? So we get
what we get: lots of newcomers,
lots of slogans—and democracy
without identification. New York is
a free city, sometimes too free. But!
There’s the Trump factor.

L.E.: How so? Mamdani has
already cheekily challenged
him—*“turn up the volume, can’t
hear you!”

R.N.: Experts say the former
state assemblyman will face many
other challenges. He’s proposed
raising $10 billion by increasing
taxes on wealthy corporations and
the top one percent of earners. But
for that, he’ll need the governor’s
approval.

L.E.: But didn’t she support
Mamdani?

R.N.: Not on this. Democrat
Kathy Hochul faces a tough
re-election fight next year and
hasn’t endorsed his tax plan.

Trump ally Elise Stefanik has
already announced her run for
the Republican nomination for
governor. Trump could further
complicate Mamdani’s plans if
he cuts federal funding for New
York. Last year, the city received
7 percent of its budget—$8.5
billion—from Washington.

L.E.: How is the Jewish com-
munity reacting?

R.N.: In different ways.
Some are drafting their political
wills; others shrug and say,
“We survived de Blasio—we’ll
survive Mamdani.” The truth lies
somewhere in between. New York
has always been a Democratic
city. Over the years, its mayors
have been ltalian, Jewish,
German, African American... The
mayor here is no monarch, just
a manager with limited powers. |
don’t understand why Mamdani’s
opponents focus so much on his
Muslim origins. Karl Marx was
also born Mordechai—apparently
on Purim!

L.E.: And how did the Bukha-
rian Jews vote?

R.N.: Splendidly! They
turned out in force. Such political
enthusiasm hasn’t been seen
since Trump’s election. That’s

before the election. They looked
at me as if I'd invited Satan to
Shabbat. But if we had spoken
with him directly, we might have
heard something quite different
from what the papers say. In Israel,
even the Orthodox parties have
sometimes supported left-wing
candidates.

L.E.: Mamdani in our Center?
That does sound bold.

R.N.: Boldness is part of
democracy. Mamdani is a leftist,
a socialist, a populist—but not a
jihadist. His base isn’t mosques;
it’s young people, students,
renters. He rode the public mood
skillfully. We could have used that
situation to our own advantage—
not by cozying up to him, but
by showing who we are and
reminding him that he must also
heed our voters’ concerns.

what’s truly interesting: we
Bukharian Jews have lived in
New York a long time, yet haven'’t
really entered city politics. We vote
enthusiastically for president but
lazily for our city council member,
congressional representative, or
state assemblyman. Yet those
local levels determine whether we
get grants, community programs,
and spaces for our people. During
Andrew Cuomo’s campaign,
attorney Ruben Davidoff made
a strong impression with fiery
speeches, drawing on his
experience as a Soviet Jew under
communism. Promising figures
include David Aronov, Yuhan
Benyaminov, Diana Rachnaeyv,
Leo Jacobs...

L.E.: So it’s time we stop be-
ing spectators?

R.N.: Exactly! | keep saying:
New York is a Jewish city—
but only the loudest voices are
heard. We complain often but
rarely participate. For example, |
suggested to some leaders that we
invite Mamdani to our community

L.E.: “Fisfasnu,” as they say
in Hebrew. (“We blew it.”) What
awaits the city next?

R.N.: The same as always:
traffic, taxes, and hope. Plus
one big opportunity—for us.
The Jewish community of New
York must stop fearing politics.
We have people who are
listened to—community leaders,
businesspeople. It’s time we
ourselves became local-level
stars, not once every four years
but every day. For instance: we
elect judges constantly, yet our
community has over 200 lawyers—
and not one has ever run for judge.
That’s an important position!

L.E.: Do you personally be-
lieve Mamdani poses no threat
to Jews?

R.N.: | believe in the system.
America survived Obama, Bill de
Blasio (and the citywide riots),
9/11, and the Covid years. We'll
survive Mamdani too. America
has canned bigger bulls. The main
thing is to stop fearing his name—
and start remembering our own.

Not long ago, | met an old
friend from Tashkent — a man
from a conservative family in the
Khasti-Imam district. We hadn’t
seen each other for years, and
| was ready to talk about every-
thing: life, work, the many things
we’d missed. But the conversa-
tion, almost inevitably, drifted to
Gaza.

It struck me like a small version
of the “six degrees of separation”
theory: wherever you go, whoever
you meet, the conversation some-
how finds its way to Israel and Ga-
za. Over all these years, we had
never discussed the Armenia—Azer-
baijan conflict or the issue of Kara-
bakh. Yet, for two Uzbeks, Gaza
suddenly became the central topic.

Solidarity Without Dividends

In global politics, this has be-
come particularly visible: the Ga-
zaissue, over the past two years,
has spread far beyond its natu-
ral borders. Even summits of Tur-
kic nations now somehow include
discussions about the Middle East
— as if solidarity must be proven
through rhetoric about Palestine. By
contrast, leaders of the Gulf states
never spend their summits dis-
cussing the affairs of Turkic coun-
tries. The sheikhs of Riyadh or Abu
Dhabi have no interest in the inter-
nal politics of Central Asia, just as
they show little concern for the dis-
putes between Pakistan and the
Taliban in Afghanistan, despite hav-
ing signed defense agreements with
Islamabad.

As a political analyst, I've
watched with growing disbelief how
Central Asian states have, in recent

years, become a corridor for the in-
formational manipulations of Qatar,
Iran, and Turkey. The emotional and
propagandistic “injections” have be-
gun to affect actual policymaking —
producing statements and decisions
that cannot be rationalized even by
the most cynical observer. It brings
no political dividends, only imitation
and borrowed rhetoric.

Against this backdrop, Azer-
baijan’s diplomacy — more inde-
pendent and immune to emotion-
al blackmail — has brought Baku
significant political, diplomatic, and
even financial dividends. Uzbeki-
stan, for instance, has gained noth-
ing beyond social media approval.
No Central Asian leader was invited
to the Cairo “Peace Summit for Ga-
za,” while both Armenia and Azer-
baijan received invitations. Despite
fierce criticism for its cooperation
with Israel, Azerbaijan was not side-
lined. On the contrary, over the past
three years, it has consolidated its
position in Israeli and Syrian ener-
gy projects, and today, in the East-
ern Mediterranean, Azerbaijan has
more room to maneuver than Tur-
key itself.

There is nothing shameful for
Central Asian states in improving re-
lations with Israel or deepening co-

operation — even when certain ac-
tors criticize such moves. The Arab
monarchies themselves have done
so long ago, guided by their own in-
terests, not slogans.

The Iran Problem

According to The Washington
Post, countries such as Saudi Ara-
bia, Jordan, Bahrain, the UAE, and
Egypt — with U.S. mediation —
have held secret meetings between
their military officials to discuss coor-
dination against their shared adver-
sary: Iran. Itis not Israel that flooded
Arab streets with Captagon, nor Is-
raeli forces that created the addic-
tion crisis among segments of Ar-
ab youth. For the monarchies of the
Middle East, Iran —and, to a lesser
extent, Qatar — represent the true
threat. It is worth recalling that long
before Israel began speaking of Qa-
tari influence, Saudi Arabia and the
UAE accused Doha of sponsoring
terrorism.

Central Asian countries main-
tain embassies in every key capi-
tal of the Middle East. One would
assume that the analysts stationed
there should be reporting the re-
gion’s real strategic dynamics. Yet
judging by official positions, it seems

many leaders are being briefed not
with analytical reports, but with
screenshots from social media.

Last week, Israel Hayom report-
ed that Azerbaijan and Indonesia
may lead international stabilization
forces in Gaza — a multination-
al contingent of tens of thousands
of troops. Israel reportedly vetoed
Turkish participation, a move sup-
ported by the United States. Indo-
nesia brings long experience from
UN peacekeeping missions, while
Azerbaijan is one of Israel’s closest
security partners.

Azerhaijani Courage

Azerbaijan today stands among
the few Muslim-majority states
whose leadership has resisted emo-
tional manipulation by foreign pow-
ers seeking to speak directly to their
publics over the heads of their gov-
ernments. The manipulative cam-
paigns of Qatar, Turkey, and Iran
have already pushed several Mus-
lim nations into adopting positions
that serve external agendas — ra-
tionalizing or romanticizing Hamas,
even when such groups undermine
their own national interests.

In Azerbaijan, such emotional
blackmail has found little traction.
Baku quietly dismissed the “Free
Palestine” hysteria, despite being
criticized by self-appointed guard-
ians of Islamic authenticity. In its re-
lationship with Israel, Azerbaijan
has shown a political courage that
many others — eager to be seen
as part of the “Arab street” that nev-
er invited them — still lack.

It was telling that at the Cairo
conference on Gaza, those most
vocal in their performative outrage
were neither invited nor heard.

This confirms a simple truth:
Central Asia continues to emotion-
ally drag itself into conflicts where
its opinions are neither sought nor
respected. Worse, many of its posi-

tions do not reflect the new geopo-
litical reallities of the Middle East. In
Riyadh and Abu Dhabi, statements
from Central Asian leaders are in-
creasingly read as echoes of Iran,
Qatar, and Turkey — not as expres-
sions of independent policy.

Azerbaijan, by contrast, remem-
bers well the hypocrisy of global sol-
idarity. When Azerbaijani territories
were under occupation and hun-
dreds of thousands of its citizens
were displaced, no global protests
or university boycotts followed. No
“Free Karabakh” marches filled the
streets of London or New York.

Baku understands the empti-
ness of this “keffiyeh dance” and
refuses to enter a Qatari- or Irani-
an-led trance of global intifada.

Meanwhile, discussions in
Washington suggest that Donald
Trump’s administration plans to ex-
pand the Abraham Accords. Moroc-
co, for instance, reaped significant
rewards: normalization with Israel
strengthened ties with Washington
and resulted in U.S. recognition of
Moroccan sovereignty over Western
Sahara. By late October 2025, even
the United Nations Security Coun-
cil recognized Western Sahara’s au-
tonomy under Moroccan sovereign-
ty, described as the “most feasible
solution” to a 50-year conflict.

The recent C5+1 Summit and
Trump’s meeting with Central Asian
leaders will likely clarify the region’s
potential role in the Abraham Ac-
cords. The dividends — political,
economic, and strategic — could
be considerable.

Indonesia’s president, leader of
the world’s largest Muslim-maijori-
ty country, has already expressed
his desire to visit Israel. Speculation
abounds, but few doubt the visit will
happen.

The real question is this: why
should others take the initiative that
rightfully belongs to Central Asia?
Why shouldn’t Uzbekistan, or the re-
gion as a whole, take its own ratio-
nal and sovereign step toward the
future — without borrowing some-
one else’s keffiyeh?

DIPLOMAGY

WASHINGTON, DC-U.S.
President Donald Trump said
last Thursday that Kazakhstan
will join the Abraham Accords
to have normalized relations be-
tween Israel and Muslim-majori-
ty nations.

The announcement came af-
ter Trump said he had held a call
with Israel's Prime Minister Benja-
min Netanyahu and Kazakhstan's
President Kassym-Jomart Toka-
yev.

"We will soon announce a
Signing Ceremony to make it of-
ficial, and there are many more
Countries trying to join this club
of STRENGTH," Trump wrote on
Truth Social.

The Kazakh government said
in a statement that the matter was
in the final stage of negotiations.

"Our anticipated accession to
the Abraham Accords represents
a natural and logical continua-

tion of Kazakhstan’s foreign poli-
cy course — grounded in dialogue,
mutual respect, and regional stabil-
ity," it added.

Kazakhstan already has full
diplomatic relations and economic
ties with Israel, meaning the move
would be largely symbolic, some-
thing Secretary of State Marco Ru-
bio pushed back against on Thurs-
day.

"It's an enhanced relationship

beyond just diplomat-
ic relations," he said.
"It is... with all
the other countries
that are part of the
accord. You're now
creating a partner-
ship that brings spe-
cial and unique eco-
nomic development
on all sorts of issues
that they can work on

together."

Trump met with Tokayev along-
side four other Central Asian lead-
ers from Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan,
Turkmenistan, and Uzbekistan at
the White House on Thursday as
the U.S. seeks to gain influence in
a region long dominated by Russia
and increasingly courted by China.

"Some of the countries repre-
sented here are going to be joining
the Abraham Accords... and those

announcements will be made over
the next little while," Trump said.

WITKOFF RETURNING
FOR ANNOUNCEMENT

U.S. special envoy Steve Wit-
koff said earlier at a business fo-
rum in Florida that he would be
returning to Washington for the
announcement, without naming
the country.

Axios first reported that the
country would be Kazakhstan.

A second source familiar with
the matter said the United States
hopes that Kazakhstan's entry will
help reinvigorate the Abraham Ac-
cords, the expansion of which has
been on hold during the Gaza war.

Trump has repeatedly said he
wants to expand the accords that
he brokered during his first term in
the White House.

The United Arab Emirates and
Bahrain established ties with Isra-
el in 2020 under the Trump-bro-
kered Abraham Accords. Moroc-
co established ties with Israel later
the same year.

Trump has been upbeat about
the prospects that regional heavy-
weight Saudi Arabia will finally join
the accords since a ceasefire went
into effect in Gaza last month, but
Riyadh has shown no willingness
to move ahead without at least a
pathway to Palestinian statehood.

Saudi Arabia's Crown Prince
Mohammed bin Salman is expect-
ed to visit the White House on No-
vember 18.

Other Central Asian countries
such as Azerbaijan and Uzbeki-
stan, both of which have close ties
with Israel, have also been seen as
potentially joining the Abraham Ac-
cords, which is considered a signa-
ture foreign policy achievement of
Trump's first term.

Childhood in Jerusalem

Born on January 16, 1926
in Kokand, Bukhara, now Uz-
bekistan, David Aminoff was the
younger son of the late Bluria Da-
vidbayeff and Abba Baruch Ami-
noff, and brother of the late Isaac
Aminoff. The family emigrated to
escape the pogroms when Da-
vid was just over a year old. En
route to Palestine, where his pa-
ternal Grandfather was living, his
father died unexpectedly in Mos-
cow. Nevertheless, the family con-
tinued onto Jerusalem.

Education in England

His mother passed away when
David was five and, two years lat-
er, upon the death of their grand-
father, David and his brother were
brought to England by their pater-
nal uncle Savi Aminoff.

With the exception of a stint
in the countryside during World
War Two, when he was evacuat-
ed with other children to escape
the German aerial bombardments
of London, David was educated
in London, receiving his B.Sc. in
Chemistry and Physiology with
First Class Honors from Chelsea
Polytechnic, University of Lon-
don.

Unable to pursue a career in
medicine due to the quota system,
he joined the research group of the
late Walter T.J. Morgan at the List-
er Institute of Preventive Medicine,
University of London, and received
his Ph.D. in Biochemistry in 1949.

REMEMBERING DAVID AMINOFF, Ph.D., D.Sc. (1926-2024):
A LIFE DEDIGATED TO SGIENGE AND SERVIGE

Early Career in Israel
(1949-1957)

Wishing to join as pioneers
in developing the new state of
Israel, David turned down an
invitation to work with Nobel
Prize winner, Prof. T. Reich-
stein in Switzerland, and the
two brothers immigrated to
Israel. There, David became
affiliated with the Israeli Red
Cross, Magen David Adom
(MDA), assisting in the cre-
ation and establishment of
the Marcus Institute for Blood
Fractionation in Jaffa, and
continuing his research en-
deavors at the Israeli Insti-
tute of Biological Research.
In 1955, the MDA sent Da-
vid to Europe and the U.S.
to visit blood banks and plas-
ma fractionation centers. That
led to his appointment as an
exchange scientist in the labora-
tories of Prof. Erwin Chargaff at
Columbia University, and to his
fateful blind date with Helen who
became his bride after a whirlwind
romance.

American Research
Career (1957-1999)

Their marriage and honey-
moon through Europe en route to
Israel were interrupted by the Su-
ez Warin 1956 and, in 1957, they
returned to New York City where
David became a research associ-
ate at The Public Health Research
Institute of New York, Inc.

There, he developed an assay
for viral and bacterial sialidases,

detecting free sialic acid in the
presence of the bound compound.
That assay earned him the recog-
nition of a Citation Classic.

In 1960, David joined the
Rackham Arthritis Research Unit
at the University of Michigan, mov-
ing to the Simpson Memorial In-
stitute in 1962 where he served
as ombudsman and basic scien-
tist, with a joint appointment in
the departments of Internal Medi-
cine and Biological Chemistry. At
the Simpson, he continued his in-
terest in red blood cells, working
on the development of a univer-
sal blood donor type and study-
ing the mechanism for clearance
of senescent erythrocytes from
circulation.

In recognition of this
work, David was award-
ed the D.Sc. degree in
1974 by the University
of London.

He became a full pro-
fessor in 1980, and from
1985-1991, he was a re-
search scientist in the
Institute of Gerontology,
exploring further the sig-
nal for clearance of red
blood cells from circula-
tion at 120 days.

He then returned to
a full appointment in the
Department of Biological
Chemistry pursuing his
interests in collaboration
with colleagues at other
institutions in France and
Israel.

Emeritus Years and
Later Research
(1999-2024)

David Aminoff retired with ac-
tive emeritus status in the fall of
1999 and, until his death last year,
was pursuing research using the
red blood cell as a timeline to de-
tect exposure to various toxins, in-
cluding pesticides, nerve gas, etc.

In 2009, preliminary results
of his work were published in the
Journal of Analytical Biochemistry.
His research, funded by a Trans-
lational Grant for the application
of basic research to clinical appli-
cations, focused on using the red
blood cell to develop biomarkers
for disease, such as Hodgkin lym-
phoma, acute leukemia, bipolar
disease, and uremia.

Most recently, his research fo-

cus was using the red blood cell
to develop biomarkers for Alz-
heimer’s Disease. Summation of
his work, until interrupted by the
Covid shutdown, has been peer
reviewed and accepted for publi-
cation as a Letter to the Editor in
the scientific journal, Cytometry B.

In addition to his research en-
deavors, David served on numer-
ous academic committees at the
University of Michigan. In 1966, he
volunteered to spend a summer
at Tuskegee University teaching
biological chemistry. He brought
one of his promising students to
the University of Michigan and,
after graduation, she became a
professor at Howard University. A
member of Beth Israel Congrega-
tion for over 60 years, he served
on its Education Committee and
attended daily minyan weekly for
many years.

Beyond the Laboratory

His loves were his family and
his work. Upon his initial “retire-
ment” in 1999, David very much
enjoyed auditing classes at the
University of Michigan in such
subjects as the history of art and
music, the history of religion, and
American istory, making up for
what he missed while focusing
on math and science. An avid gar-
dener (leaving the roses to Hel-
en), David took great pleasure in
creating beautiful and unique flow-
er arrangements for which he was
almost as well-known as his whis-
key sours.

David Aminoff is survived by
his beloved wife, Helen, his lov-
ing children Debbie (Steve Kra-
man), Susan and Janet, his
adored grandson Seth Kraman,
and cousins, nieces, great-niec-
es, nephews and great-nephews
in the United States and Israel.

because my husband had no idea
what | was talking about.”

In the kitchen at the madrasa,
she worked alongside local wom-
en, including one who shared her
life story in broken Bukhori while
stuffing peppers. “She’s talking to
me about how she’s widowed and
she’s got children to look after and
that her life is very difficult,” Cordell
recalls. “It was an opportunity to ac-
tually hear everyone else’s story as
well. Very special.”

Rosh Hashanah in Samarkand

As if her Shabbat homecoming
weren’t moving enough, Cordell’s
journey took an even more spiritu-
al turn the following week.

The cooking demonstrations
were scheduled for the weekend
before Rosh Hashanah, allowing
Cordell to extend her trip to Samar-
kand, where her father was born
in 1913 and had his bar mitzvah.
It was at the Gumbaz synagogue
in old Jewish quarter—the origi-
nal, protected synagogue that still
serves the city’s small Jewish com-

munity of about 200 people—that
Cordell experienced an extraordi-
nary moment.

Inside the sanctuary, the Torah
stood upright in its silver casing,
as it does in the Bukharian tradi-
tion, gleaming softly in the morn-
ing light. The shofar sounded—but
without the usual announcement,
like “Tekiah.”

“You only hear the shofar itself,
no words around it,” she explains.
“It forces you to focus on the sound
alone.”

Sitting beside the rabbi’s wife,
Cordell opened her family tree
books filled with photographs of
her Bukharian relatives. “She says
to me in Bukhori, ‘This is my grand-
father,” and | said, ‘Well, this is
my grandfather.” And she replied,
‘Brothers?”” Cordell laughs. “I said,
‘Hello, cousin!’

Standing in the same syna-
gogue during services, Cordell was
transported. “Every man that prays
in Bukhori sounds like my father,”
she says. “So I'm like gushing tears.
It was the most beautiful, beautiful

connection.”
A Legacy Continues

This trip to Uzbekistan marked
Cordell’'s second visit. She first re-
turned in 2011, six years after her
father’s death, bringing family mem-
bers from Israel, America, and Lon-
don. “We all fell in love with Uzbeki-
stan,” she gushed.

Her father had left Samarkand
around 1928, traveling through
Tashkent, Moscow Istanbul and
eventually settling in London, while
many family members emigrated
to Israel, where a large Bukharian
community thrives today.

“My father was one of 15 and
my mother was one of nine—God
bless the Bukharians,” Cordell says.
“They were all into marriages and
everything. That's why | sold quite
a few of my books because | made
sure every member of the family
gets this book for the next gener-
ation.”

Miriam’s Table has now sold out
after three printings, raising over

Children’s Hospice. With the book’s
success and her experience cook-

ing in Bukhara, Cordell sees new
opportunities ahead. “I've gotan ad-
vantage to sell myself as a Bukhar-
ian chef and to do various events,”
she says. “I feel there’s lots of ways
to promote Bukharian cuisine.”

She’s already been in touch with
Uzbek tour operators about incor-
porating food education into tours,
discussing the Silk Road’s influence
on the region’s cuisine, the variet-
ies of rice, seasonings, and herbs.
“They're always asking for people to
talk about the food and Silk Road,
so | said, right, | can do that!”

For Cordell, the journey comes
full circle with a deeper understand-
ing of her heritage and a renewed
mission to share it. “l want to keep
that authenticity,” she says. ‘| feel
that's my USP—being the daugh-
ter of Bukharian parents, cooking
these traditional recipes. It's about
preserving something precious and
bringing it home.”

After hearing her story, | know
exactly where I'll be having Shab-
bat dinner next time I'm in London—
around Lilian’s table, where every
dish tells a story of homecoming.

Argentina is home to Latin
America's largest Jewish com-
munity, with approximately
180,000 — 220,000 Jews com-
prising a vibrant mosaic of tra-
ditions from across the dias-
pora. Among them are the
Bukharian Jews, whose unique
Silk Road cultural heritage has
found fertile ground in Buenos
Aires.

Pablo Penchaszadeh em-
bodies this rich convergence of
identities. Born in Buenos Aires
to a Sephardic family original-
ly from Bukhara, Uzbekistan—
with ancestral threads extending
from Tetouan, Morocco to Kiev,
Ukraine—Penchaszadeh has
spent decades translating his her-
itage into visual language.

Trained under Spanish sculp-

me Buknara fo Buenos Aires: An Arfist's Journey In Golor and Glay

tor José Maria Lanus and Ar-
gentine painter Pablo Bobbio,
Penchaszadeh developed a dis-
tinctive technique using sands
and baked clays with acrylic bas-
es. His artistic journey led him to
Spain and Morocco, where he
mastered traditional Andalusian
tile-making and pigment selec-

tion techniques from Fez and Es-
saouira. These methods, rooted
in centuries-old Sephardic and
Moorish traditions, became the
foundation for his exploration of
cultural memory.

His collection "Huellas de Se-
farad" (Footprints of Sepharad)
represents over three decades of

work, with paintings dating from
1987 to 2021. Through textured
canvases depicting everything
from the domes of Samarkand
to the medinas of Morocco, Pen-
chaszadeh captures the inextri-
cable connections between Jew-
ish, Spanish, Arab, and Berber
cultures that define the Sephar-

dic experience.

Now preparing to visit New
Jersey for a family wedding this
month, Penchaszadeh seeks to
share his complete "Sephardic
Footprints" gallery with the Bukh-
arian community in North Ameri-
ca. His work serves as a bridge—
connecting the ancient Silk Road
heritage of Bukharian Jews with
the Iberian Sephardic tradition, all
filtered through the lens of con-
temporary Argentine artistry.

For a community that has
maintained its distinct identi-
ty across continents and centu-
ries, Penchaszadeh's paintings
offer something precious: visual
testimony to the enduring beauty
of cultural synthesis and the per-
sistent echoes of home.

The Torah portion Chayei Sarah (“The
Life of Sarah”) is full of deep lessons
about faith, kindness, honesty, and the
meaning of continuing life’s purpose
even after loss. Although the portion be-
gins with the death of Sarah, it teaches
that her spirit and her way of life continue
through her family and their actions.

Below are five main ideas from Chayei
Sarah, each explained with inspiring stories
that show how we can live by these values.

Abraham’s Faith in a Time of Loss -
Finding Strength through Belief

The portion begins with the death of
Sarah, Abraham’s beloved wife. The Torah
says, “Abraham came to mourn for Sarah
and to weep for her.” But immediately after-
ward, Abraham stands up and begins to ar-
range her burial. Instead of sinking into sad-
ness, he takes action with faith and dignity.
This shows us that even in times of pain, we
can move forward with trust in God.

A touching story that shows this idea is
about Rabbi Chaim Shmuelevitz, the head
of the Mir Yeshiva. During the Holocaust
he lost almost everything—his students,
friends, and family—but he refused to give
up. After the war, he rebuilt the yeshiva in
Israel from nothing. When someone asked
him how he had the strength, he said, “Abra-

ham stood up after Sarah’s death and con-
tinued his mission. So must we.” This teach-
es us that faith gives us the power to rise
from pain and to continue doing good even
when life feels broken.

The Purchase of the Cave of Machpelah
- Standing for Honesty and Respect

After Sarah’s death, Abraham wants to
buy a burial place for her. The people of the
land offer to give him a place for free, but
Abraham insists on paying full price: “Four
hundred shekels of silver, current money.”
This story teaches us about honesty, integ-
rity, and respect. Abraham could have ac-
cepted a gift, but he wanted everything to
be done fairly and openly.

There’s a similar story about Rabbi Yis-

rael Salanter, the founder of the Mussar (eth-
ics) movement. Once his son brought him
bread from a new bakery, saying it was given
as a free gift. Rabbi Salanter refused to eat
it, saying, “Maybe the bakery hasn'’t yet paid
its workers properly. | cannot enjoy food that
may come from injustice.” Like Abraham, he
showed that true righteousness means be-
ing completely honest and fair in all deal-
ings, even when no one else would know.

Eliezer’s Mission to Find a
Wife for Isaac - Faith and
Trust in Divine Guidance

Abraham sends his faithful servant
Eliezer to find a wife for Isaac. This is not just
a simple task—it’s a holy mission. Eliezer
prays to God: “Please make something hap-
pen before me today and show kindness
to my master Abraham.” He asks that the
right woman will be the one who offers wa-
ter not only to him but also to his camels.
This prayer shows deep faith and trust in
God'’s guidance.

Eliezer’s prayer is answered when he
meets Rebecca (Rivkah), who acts with
kindness and generosity. This story teach-
es us that success comes when we com-
bine effort with faith. A modern example is
Rabbi Aryeh Levin, known as “the Tzaddik
of Jerusalem.” When he visited prisoners or
the sick, he always said, “l don’t know what
to say to them. | just ask God to give me the
right words.” Like Eliezer, he believed that
true success in helping others comes from
prayer and humility.

Rebecca’s Kindness - Being Judged
by Actions, Not by Background

When Eliezer meets Rebecca, he
doesn’t ask her who she is or what fami-
ly she comes from. He watches what she
does. Rebecca runs to give water to a
stranger and then to his thirsty animals, with-

out being asked twice. This act of kindness
shows her true character and proves she is
the right one for Isaac. The Torah teaches
that goodness is shown through actions, not
just words or family name.

A story that reflects Rebecca’s kind-
ness is about Rebbetzin Chaya Mushka
Schneerson, the wife of the Lubavitcher
Rebbe. Once, unexpected guests came to
her home, and she welcomed them warm-
ly. When they apologized for arriving without
notice, she said gently, “If someone comes
to our home, it means God sent them.” Like
Rebecca, she saw every person as a gift
from God and treated them with kindness.
The le sson is that kindness should be nat-
ural, sincere, and without expectation of re-
ward.

The Marriage of Isaac and
Rehecca - Continuing the
Blessing through Generations

At the end of the portion, we read, “Isaac
brought her into the tent of Sarah his moth-
er, and he took Rebecca as his wife, and he
loved her.” The tent of Sarah, which symbol-
ized light, holiness, and peace, is now filled
again with that same spiritual warmth. This
shows that Sarah’s life continues through
Rebecca—the next generation. The mes-
sage is that faith and love can be passed
down from one generation to the next when
people build their homes on kindness and
belief in God.

There’s a story about a young couple
who lived very simply and had little money.
Yet every time they earned something, they
would first give charity before spending on
themselves. They said, “We want our home
to stand on kindness.” Years later, their chil-
dren said that what kept their family strong
and happy was seeing their parents’ faith
and generosity. Like Isaac and Rebecca,
their love and faith built a home filled with
blessing.

The Torah portion Chayei Sarah teach-
es that the true “life of Sarah” did not end
with her passing—it continues through the
faith, honesty, and kindness of those who
follow her path. Abraham shows us strength
in loss; Eliezer teaches faith and trust; Re-
becca embodies kindness and pure action;
and Isaac and Rebecca together show how
love and faith can build a future.

Every one of us can live “the life of Sar-
ah” by acting with integrity, faith, and kind-
ness in our daily lives. When we live this
way, we continue the legacy of our ancestors
and bring light and blessing to the world—
just as Sarah’s light continues to shine
through every generation.

On November 6, 2025, Pres-
ident Shavkat Mirziyoyev met
with U.S. President Donald
Trump at the White House follow-
ing the C5+1 summit in Wash-
ington—the latest milestone in
a strategic partnership that has
grown significantly over the past
three decades.

During their private bilater-
al meeting in the Oval Office, the
two leaders oversaw the signing
of $34.5 billion in economic agree-
ments and trade contracts, under
which American companies will
implement major projects across
Uzbekistan. The high-level meet-
ing, which followed a September
encounter at the UN General As-
sembly, underscores Uzbekistan's
emergence as America's most re-
liable partner in Central Asia at a

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time of growing U.S. interest in the
region

From the early years of its inde-
pendence, Uzbekistan established
diplomatic relations with one of the
world’s leading democratic nations
— the United States of America,
which was among the first to rec-
ognize its sovereignty 34 years
ago. This event marked not only
the beginning of diplomatic rela-
tions but also laid the foundation of
mutual trust, respect, and solidari-
ty between the two peoples. Thus,
a solid base was created for mul-
tifaceted cooperation — from po-

litical dialogue and economic ties
to cultural and educational collab-
oration.

In the mid-1990s, relations be-
tween Uzbekistan and the Unit-
ed States entered a new stage. In
June 1996, the official visit of Uz-
bekistan’s First President to Wash-
ington gave fresh impetus to bilat-
eral relations. That visit was not
merely a formal occasion but be-
came a symbolic turning point
for future unity and partnership.
During the trip, a number of import-
ant agreements were signed — on
developing gas fields in Bukhara,

introducing a leasing system in ag-
riculture, and financing joint pro-
duction in the aviation industry.

During this period, major com-
panies such as Bank of America,
Newmont Mining, Mitsui, AlG, Kel-
logg, IBM, and Boeing began oper-
ating in the Uzbek market. Notably,
the “Zarafshan—Newmont” gold
mining project, built in the Kyzyl-
kum desert, was completed in a
short time and became a symbol
of reliable partnership. This initia-
tive represented not only econom-
ic benefit but also the spiritual em-
bodiment of friendship between the
two nations.

Since 2017, under the leader-
ship of President Shavkat Mirziy-
oyev, Uzbekistan has pursued a
policy of openness and pragma-
tism in foreign affairs. Democratic
reforms, the protection of human
rights, and improvements in the in-
vestment climate have been highly
appreciated by the United States.
The official visit of President Mirzi-
yoyev to Washington in May 2018
opened a new chapter in bilater-
al relations. The visit yielded sig-
nificant results not only in political
but also in economic and cultural
spheres. The renewed image of
Uzbekistan, its free market envi-
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ronment, and favorable conditions
for investors sparked great inter-
est among American business cir-
cles. Agreements signed and ne-
gotiations held during that period
elevated relations to a new qual-
itative level.

Today, a solid legal frame-
work of more than 100 treaties
and agreements exists between
the two countries. By the end of
2022, bilateral trade turnover had
reached $436.8 million, nearly
double that of 2020. Uzbekistan
imports modern technologies, in-
dustrial equipment, and food prod-
ucts from the United States, while
its exports consist mainly of cot-
ton fiber, chemical products, and
non-ferrous metals. Cooperation
in agriculture, energy, and infor-
mation technology continues to
expand steadily. IBM plays an im-
portant role in digitalizing the na-
tional banking system, while Boe-
ing contributes significantly to the
modernization of Uzbekistan’s avi-
ation infrastructure.

In 2020, the format of the “Stra-
tegic Partnership Dialogue” was
introduced, aimed at deepen-
ing discussions in political, eco-
nomic, security, and humanitari-
an spheres.

The year 2025 has become a
milestone in the history of bilater-
al relations. In September, within
the framework of the UN General
Assembly in New York, President
Shavkat Mirziyoyev met with U.S.
President Donald Trump. During
the talks, a number of agreements
were signed to strengthen strate-
gic partnership.

Two months later, on Novem-
ber 6, President Mirziyoyev and
Donald Trump held a meeting at
the White House during the “C5+1”
summit in Washington. The lead-
ers discussed ways to deepen po-
litical dialogue and expand trade,
economic, and cultural-humanitar-
ian cooperation. Trump, in a post
on his own social media platform,
Truth Social, announced that fol-
lowing talks, Uzbekistan “will be
purchasing and investing almost
$35 billion and, in the next 10
years, over $100 billion.”

President Mirziyoyev invited
Donald Trump to pay an official vis-
it to Uzbekistan — a vivid expres-
sion of the atmosphere of mutual
respect and sincere trust between
the two nations.

Today, Uzbekistan-U.S. rela-
tions are not limited to political or
economic spheres. They are gain-
ing new dimensions in science,
education, ecology, interfaith di-
alogue, culture, and humanitari-
an cooperation. Initiatives are be-
ing promoted to establish direct
partnerships between certain re-
gions of Uzbekistan and individual
U.S. states. This serves as a “peo-
ple-to-people” bridge of friendship,
bringing nations closer together.

At a time when U.S. interest in
the Central Asian region is grow-
ing, Uzbekistan — pursuing an
open, pragmatic, and stable policy
— is emerging as the region’s most
reliable partner. The current stage
of relations is a bright example of
a strategic partnership based on
mutual interests, trust, and shared
aspirations for the future. Enriched
with new content under the leader-
ship of President Shavkat Mirziyo-
yev, these relations have risen to
a new qualitative level. This part-
nership today serves not only the
prosperity of the two nations but al-
so the peace, stability, and devel-
opment of the entire Central Asian
region.
